	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to environmental purchasing and the establishment of a director of citywide environmental purchasing.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would establish an environmental purchasing program and create the position of Director of Citywide Environmental Purchasing. In addition, each city agency shall designate an environmental purchasing officer who will coordinate with the director to ensure agency compliance with the city’s environmental purchasing standards.  



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect January 1, 2007, except, the mayor shall appoint a director of citywide environmental purchasing within 60 days after January 1, 2006, and such director shall take any necessary actions, including the promulgation of rules, to implement this local law on or before the date upon which it shall take effect.

	Impact on Revenues:  There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.



	Impact on Expenditures:  The impact on expenditures would be the annual salary of the Director of Citywide Environmental Purchasing.  The salary range of directors in the Department of Environmental Protection is $44,492 to $144,150.  The mean salary in this range is $94,000.  Because the law takes effect January 1, 2007, the first year cost would only be half the annual salary of $94,000, which is $47,000.
