A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to enhancing the application for and the transparency of the one-shot deal program

This bill would require the Commissioner of Social Services to improve the one-shot deal program. It would obligate the Commissioner to post information on one-shot deal rental arrears grants on the Human Resources Administration website and to update one-shot deal applications. It would also require the Commissioner to improve the administration of one-shot deals in response to the COVID-19 pandemic and conduct outreach on the program. The bill would also require the Commissioner to report monthly on the administration and utilization of one-shot deals.
