City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by Pathmark Stores, Inc.  pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for an amendment of the Zoning Map, Section No. 14c, establishing within an existing R6 District a C1-2 District bounded by Aguilar Avenue, a line 525 feet easterly of the straight portion of  Kissena Boulevard, a line perpendicular to a line 275 feet easterly of  the straight portion of Kissena Boulevard at a point 350 feet south of  the southerly street line of  71st Avenue, and a line 735 feet easterly of the straight portion of Kissena Boulevard as shown on a diagram (for illustrative purposes only) dated  September 18, 2000.

To amend Zoning Map, Section No. 14c to extend a C1-2 overlay over the entire subject site to reflect the current use of the site as a supermarket.
