..Title

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to applying certain fuel and technology exemptions and requirements to department of correction vehicles specially equipped for emergency response and to buses purchased for use by the department of correction.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Paragraph 11 of subdivision a of section 24-163.1 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 38 for the year 2005, is amended to read as follows:

(11) “Motor vehicle” means a vehicle operated or driven upon a public highway which is propelled by any power other than muscular power, except electrically-driven mobility assistance devices operated or driven by a person with a disability, provided, however, that this term shall not include vehicles that are specially equipped for emergency response by the department, office of emergency management, sheriff’s office of the department of finance, police department [or], fire department or department of correction.
§2.  Paragraph 2 of subdivision g of section 24-163.2 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 38 for the year 2005, is amended to read as follows:

(2) to purchases that are emergency procurements pursuant to section three hundred fifteen of the charter; or
§3.  Subdivision g of section 24-163.2 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new paragraph 3 to read as follows:

(3) to purchases of buses for use by the department of correction.

§4.  Paragraph 4 of subdivision a of section 24-163.4 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 39 for the year 2005, is amended to read as follows:

(4) “Motor vehicle” means a vehicle operated or driven upon a public highway which is propelled by any power other than muscular power, except electrically-driven mobility assistance devices operated or driven by a person with a disability, provided, however, that this term shall not include vehicles that are specially equipped for emergency response by the department, office of emergency management, sheriff’s office of the department of finance, police department [or], fire department or department of correction, provided, further, however, that this term shall include department of correction buses that are specially equipped for emergency response.

§5. This local law shall take effect immediately.
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
