Title: A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to unlawful posting.



Sponsor:
Council Member McMahon, Weprin, Golden, Filder, Oddo, Provenzano, and Liu, Addabbo, Quinn, and Koppell.

Summary of Legislation: The proposed local law would amend Sections 10-119 and 10-120 of the New York City Administrative Code, increasing the civil penalties for the first and subsequent violations of unlawful postings and or the vandalism of any City printed and posted materials. The proposed law would increase the civil penalties for the first violation of sections 10-119 and 10-120. The penalties for a first violation will increase from the range of $50 - $100 to   $75 - $150. Subsequent violations within a twelve-month period will have penalties that range from $150 - $250. Violators will also be responsible for the cost of the removal of the unauthorized signs. The proposed local law would authorize the Mayor to offer and pay a reward in amount not exceeding $500 to any person who provides information leading to the criminal conviction of any person who may have violated the law.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
