	Title: A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to the prohibiting the sale and installation of audible motor vehicle alarms.

	Summary of Legislation: Int. No. 81-A seeks to silence blaring car alarms in New York City by amending chapter one of title 10 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York by adding a new section, section  10-137, prohibiting the sale and installation of audible burglar alarms for or in motor vehicles. 

Int. No. 81-A would make it unlawful for any person to sell or offer or display for sale or cause any other person to sell or offer or display for sale an audible burglar alarm for a motor vehicle that does not meet the requirements for such alarms set forth in subdivision (d) of section 24-221 of the Administrative Code, unless such alarm has been installed by the manufacturer of the motor vehicle. Subdivision (d) of section 24-221 provides that no audible burglar alarm on a motor vehicle shall be capable of being activated except by direct physical contact with that motor vehicle or through the use of an individual remote activation device. In addition, such alarms must be capable of and terminate their audible responses within three minutes of activation. 

Any person who violates subdivision (b) of section 10-137 shall be liable for a civil penalty of not less than five hundred dollars and no more that one thousand dollars for the first violation, not less than one thousand dollars and no more than two thousand five hundred dollars for the second violation and not less than two thousand five hundred dollars and no more than five thousand dollars for the third and subsequent violations. 

The New York City Police Department and the Department of Consumer Affairs shall enforce this law. 



	Effective Date: This law shall take effect sixty days after enactment.
