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Title: 
To amend the New York city charter, in relation to the department of environmental protection and on Rikers Island.

Bill Summary:
This local law requires jurisdiction over Rikers Island to be transferred to the Department of Environmental Protection for renewable energy generation or other environmental purposes at the appropriate point when the population of detainees subsides. In the interim, the Department of Environmental Protection would be authorized to begin developing plans for renewable energy generation, wastewater treatment or other beneficial environmental purposes at said island.

Effective Date: 
This local law takes effect immediately.
