SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 1254 would establish a target, measured in greened acres, for stormwater management through green infrastructure in the municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) area. Int. 1254 would require the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to install or ensure the installation of green infrastructure projects to meet such a target. This bill would also require DEP to publish an annual greened acre report until such target is met. Finally, this bill would require DEP to measure all of the city’s green infrastructure projects in greened acres and publish those greened acre measurements for each green infrastructure project on the green infrastructure program map.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council anticipates that implementation of this legislation would likely  require some additional PS and OTPS resources for DEP. However, the total expense impact cannot be determined at this time, as it will depend on the number of additional staffing, scale and scope of green infrastructure work needed to meet the legislation’s targets.

In addition to the expense funding, the Council anticipates substantial capital costs ranging from $50 million to $250 million annually over the next 10 years to support construction of new green infrastructure needed to meet the bill’s targets. These estimates are based on DEP’s current green infrastructure spending as required by the legislation to install an amount of green infrastructure over the next decade comparable to what was completed over the past 13 years. The Council’s estimate differs from OMB’s   in relation to expense costs, as OMB assumes a large annual expense for PS and OTPS costs related to the design and construction of these sites, much of which the Council feels would be subsumed within the capital costs.
