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          1  SUBCOMMITTEE ON LANDMARKS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Good morning,

          3  everyone. Welcome to the Subcommittee on Landmarks,

          4  Public Siting and Maritime Uses. I am Council Member

          5  John Sabini, the Chair. We are a Subcommittee of the

          6  Land Use Committee, chaired by June Eisland of the

          7  Bronx.

          8                 Present with me today are

          9  Subcommittee members Adolpho Carrion, Jr., of the

         10  Bronx to my left. And to my far left, Council Member

         11  Michael J. Abel of Queens.

         12                 If you will turn to page nine in the

         13  agenda you will see our Subcommittee agenda for

         14  today.

         15                 Land Use 509 in Queens Community

         16  Board No. 7, in Council Member Abel's district, that

         17  is the designation of the Ft. Totten Historic

         18  District, and that is an item that has been laid

         19  over from meetings of September 7th and 21st and

         20  that item will be laid over again.

         21                 Land Use 510, Manhattan Community

         22  Board 2 in the Council districts of Council Member

         23  Kathryn E. Freed, and Margarita Lopez. This is the

         24  Landmarks Commission designation of the NoHo

         25  Historic District, it has been laid over on
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          2  September 7th and 21st, it will be laid over again.

          3                 Land Use 568 in Queens Community

          4  Board 6, an application by the School Construction

          5  Authority, for a public school known as the

          6  Metropolitan Avenue School in Council Member

          7  Ognibene's district. We will be hearing that today.

          8                 And then Land Use 576, in Manhattan

          9  Community Board 5 in Council Member Quinn's

         10  district, the designation of the I. Miller Building,

         11  which had been laid over on September 21st, that

         12  will be heard today as well.

         13                 Approaching the witness table are

         14  witnesses from the School Construction Authority,

         15  and this is on Land Use 568, and please identify

         16  yourselves for the record.

         17                 MS. PRISHIVALKO: Good morning,

         18  Chairman, and Council Members. My name is Geraldine

         19  Prisivalko, I am Section Chief at the Division of

         20  School Facilities, the Site Planning and

         21  Administration Unit.

         22                 With me, to my right, is Tammy

         23  Rachelson, real estate manager from the New York

         24  City School Construction Authority, and David

         25  Salmon, the Project Manager, Architectural, for the
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          2  Woodhaven School Projects, as we call this.

          3                 Again, good morning, Council Members.

          4  We are here to present to you a site plan for

          5  actually an educational complex, a unique

          6  opportunity to construct three schools in

          7  conjunction.

          8                 A project site is approximately seven

          9  and a half acres, a triangular property, located on

         10  a former industrial superblock just north of Forest

         11  Park in the Forest Hills Sections of Queens.

         12                 This superblock is bounded overall on

         13  the north by Metropolitan Avenue, on the west by

         14  Woodhaven Boulevard and Trotting Course Lane, to the

         15  south by Union Turnpike, and to the east by 69th

         16  Avenue, Sibila Street and Ursula Place.

         17                 The site is comprised of two

         18  properties on block 3886, and it is lots 800 and

         19  830. These were formerly a lumberyard and a food

         20  warehouse.

         21                 All of the buildings associated with

         22  these previous uses have already been demolished in

         23  the spring of 1999.

         24                 The construction of the Woodhaven

         25  schools, which will be a primary school of 650
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          2  capacity for community school district 24, and

          3  intermediate school, 650 capacity, for Community

          4  School District 28, and a high school, to alleviate

          5  the overcrowding that is expected to continue in the

          6  Queens schools for a long term period.

          7                 The schools that will be relieved in

          8  community school district 24, are primary school 7,

          9  primary school 13, primary school 49 and primary

         10  school 113, which have been operating each about 127

         11  percent capacity in the 1998, 1999 school year.

         12                 The proposed 650 intermediate schools

         13  that will be relieving community school district 28

         14  is supposed to draw students from intermediate

         15  school 157, IS 190 and IS 217, which each operated

         16  at 105 percent of their intended capacity in the

         17  last year.

         18                 Queens High School students are also,

         19  or I should say Queens High Schools are also far in

         20  excess of students than they are of seats, and we

         21  are operating at 122 percent utilization to last

         22  school year. This is an 800-seat high school,

         23  conventional seat high school that is hoped to

         24  relieve overcrowding. The Forest Hills High School

         25  had operated at 151 percent capacity, Newtown and
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          2  Richmond Hill high schools in the area were

          3  operating at 202 and 180 percent capacity.

          4                 The site plan has been presented to

          5  the community school boards and the community school

          6  districts. The Community School district 24, at a

          7  public hearing on Thursday, June 24th, approved the

          8  site plan.

          9                 Community School District 28 at a

         10  public hearing on June 29th approved the site plan.

         11  And Queens Community Board 6, in conjunction with

         12  the Division of High Schools held their public

         13  hearing on July 8th and have also submitted

         14  supportive statements for this site.

         15                 We are here today then for your

         16  review and approval of the site.

         17                 Thank you.

         18                 MS. RACHELSON: At this point I just

         19  want to add some supplemental information to Gerry's

         20  testimony.

         21                 I just want to mention that this is a

         22  parcel of land that is owned by Forest City Ratner.

         23  It is a property that has been in the papers quite a

         24  bit, it had been planned as a 24 movie multiplex,

         25  and it is going to be hopefully a community
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          2  facility, and we are currently actively negotiating

          3  with the owner to acquire the property.

          4                 Seated to my right is David Salmon,

          5  who is the managing architect for this project,

          6  keeping in mind the design has not started, but he

          7  will be able to give you an overview of what is

          8  contemplated.

          9                 MR. SALMON: We are in the process of

         10  selecting an architectural firm to do the design

         11  right now and as a matter of fact we have some firms

         12  that have been short listed, we will be interviewing

         13  them tomorrow.

         14                 Likely a selection will be made by

         15  the end of the week, or beginning of next week, and

         16  we would be starting design, I would say some time

         17  in the month of October.

         18                 It is anticipated that the high

         19  school probably will be a five-story building, the

         20  primary and intermediate school will be four-story

         21  buildings. We may even be looking at combining the

         22  two into one larger facility with shared community,

         23  shared common spaces, like a larger auditorium that

         24  could accommodate maybe the entire population of one

         25  of the schools. But it is very early in the planning

          2  process, but we will know more in the coming months.

          3  We are planning -- there have been many things

          4  voiced by the community groups involved, and we are

          5  certainly listening to their concerns and want to

          6  take into account everything they mentioned to us,

          7  parking has been one thing, but we are looking at

          8  various things.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: A couple of

         10  points I wanted to raise.

         11                 First of all, for the record, Council

         12  has advised us to ask about the zoning override that

         13  is going to be necessary for this project, would you

         14  state something to that, addressing that for the

         15  record?

         16                 MS. RACHELSON: The property is

         17  located in an M1 zone. We are in somewhat of a

         18  catch-22 situation at this point. Corporation

         19  Counsel will not entertain thoughts of granting a

         20  zoning override. To sum up, we have submitted to the

         21  Deputy Mayor's Office a preliminary request for a

         22  zoning override for use since it is in an M1 zone,

         23  and they have granted a preliminary request and

         24  hopefully we will get an override once the property,

         25  the title has vested to the School Construction
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          2  Authority.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: I am familiar

          4  with the site and I represent an area near it and I

          5  have certainly heard and read enough about the

          6  controversy of the development of this site.

          7                 One curiosity that comes to mind is

          8  how are you going to get students in and out of

          9  there? It is sort of, for lack of a better word, in

         10  a dead zone transportation-wise.

         11                 MS. RACHELSON: That was one of the

         12  problems that we had faced because basically no

         13  matter where you are coming from, you have to go

         14  down Metropolitan Avenue. Even if you want to enter

         15  through the back end of the site, you have to go

         16  down Metropolitan Avenue.

         17                 But at this point, based on our

         18  traffic studies, we don't feel there will be an

         19  unmitigatable traffic impact.

         20                 We are also looking into some

         21  possibilities of staggering start times and

         22  dismissal times to help with the traffic flow. And

         23  we are also, I know the community has raised an

         24  issue with parking. Giving the irregular shape of

         25  the site, we feel that there will be some dead space
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          2  close to the Metropolitan Avenue portion of the site

          3  where we hope to accommodate some parking, on-site

          4  parking.

          5                 And unfortunately, given the fact

          6  that this is in -- if you want to say somewhat, I

          7  won't say remote, but remote area, a large

          8  percentage of the District 28 students will be

          9  bused, 75 percent are anticipated, and District 24

         10  students will be 100 percent busing at this point.

         11  But we are taking those things into consideration in

         12  site planning and with the environmental review.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: And you would get

         14  people in and out on Sabilia Street, unless they

         15  were coming out of the parking lot?

         16                 MS. RACHELSON: There are a lot of

         17  different options that we have considered

         18  traffic-wise, it is almost six of one, half a dozen

         19  of the other. We have talked about possibly entering

         20  the site on Metropolitan Avenue and exiting on

         21  Sabilia, but we have not definitely decided which is

         22  the best route to go.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: We are joined by

         24  Council Member Bill Perkins of Manhattan and Council

         25  Member Priscilla Wooten of Brooklyn.
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          2                 You noted the schools whose

          3  overcrowding will be addressed by the schools, and

          4  since I represent some of those schools, and many of

          5  the other school children from my area, I was

          6  wondering how before there was a zoning action or a

          7  rezoning action by the school boards if you came up

          8  with that list?

          9                 MS. PRISHIVALKO:  We come up with the

         10  list by contacting the community school district and

         11  asking them in fact where they feel they will be

         12  drawing the children from.

         13                 MS. RACHELSON: This is a projection

         14  from the districts.

         15                 They, as you stated, until the school

         16  is ready to open, they don't actually do the zoning

         17  plan.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Right.

         19                 MS. RACHELSON: But we ask them to

         20  make these projections to accommodate our

         21  transportation and other studies.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: And certainly

         23  Newtown High School, over 200 percent capacity is

         24  very much in need of help I can attest to the

         25  firsthand, by representing it.
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          2                 Questions from members of the

          3  Subcommittee?

          4                 Council Member Carrion.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Just a

          6  clarification on the busing issues.

          7                 Could you restate what you said

          8  earlier about busing?

          9                 MS. RACHELSON: Yes. The site is

         10  physically located in Community School District 28.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Right.

         12                 MS. RACHELSON: And School District 24

         13  is an adjacent district, so all of District 24

         14  students will be bused, because it is not in their

         15  neighborhood so-to-speak. It is adjacent to their

         16  neighborhood. It is not in their neighborhood, they

         17  would have to cross Woodhaven Boulevard, which is a

         18  major thoroughfare, all of them will be bused. And

         19  given the location within community school district

         20  28, the location that the property is in, again

         21  District 28 has made a projection that close to 75

         22  percent of their students will be bused as well into

         23  the site, and the majority of the high school

         24  students will, some will walk and others will take

         25  public transportation.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Could you

          3  describe in terms of the design what the setting is

          4  like. Is it in the form of a campus, and what are

          5  the points of entry for that, for want of a better

          6  term, school complex?

          7                 MR. SALMON: Well, as I said, it

          8  hasn't been designed yet, but it will be designed by

          9  one architect, and the buildings will be built at

         10  one time.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Yes. I am

         12  sorry, let me just interrupt.

         13                 MR. SALMON: The plan that you --

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: The

         15  preliminary feasibility study.

         16                 MR. SALMON:-- Is really a feasibility

         17  study, it doesn't represent what will actually

         18  happen on the site. But it does have the elements

         19  that will be on the site.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: I just note

         21  that you have some pretty serious design challenges

         22  here.

         23                 MR. SALMON: We do. There will have to

         24  be an on-site vehicular traffic, you know,  a good

         25  deal of it, so that we will have to have some sort
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          2  of roadway design for the buses to be able to come

          3  into the site, drop off students at the school

          4  buildings which will be back away from Metropolitan

          5  Avenue. Service of course, service vehicles will

          6  have to get to the school.

          7                 Depending on how the design is really

          8  done, there may be a central kitchen, I have no

          9  idea. If there are two buildings then we will be

         10  able to centralize some of the facilities, which

         11  will of course make the traffic circulation on-site

         12  simpler, but as the first stage in the design, we

         13  are going to do a master plan and look at various

         14  options and make decisions in conjunction with the

         15  school districts, the communities and the Board of

         16  Education so that we are sure that in terms of

         17  master planning and how the traffic is going to be

         18  and circulate through the neighborhood and in and

         19  out of the site, that we are making the right

         20  choices.

         21                 And the firms that we have looked at

         22  were specifically chosen for abilities and

         23  experience in planning.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Just to

         25  close, you mentioned the M11 challenge, hurdle.
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          2                 MR. SALMON: Right.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: And somebody

          4  mentioned the Corporation Counsel, what does the

          5  Corporation Counsel have to do with land use?

          6                 MS. RACHELSON: Corporation Counsel

          7  reviews the zoning waivers for the Mayor's Office.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Thank you.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: We have a

         10  question from Council Member Wooten, who not only is

         11  a member of this Subcommittee but chairs the

         12  Council's Education Committee.

         13                 Council Member Wooten.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: My question is

         15  solely coming from the Chair of the Education

         16  Committee.

         17                 This 800-seat high school is proposed

         18  to specialize in an area?

         19                 MS. RACHELSON: Recently, I believe it

         20  happened last week, the Board of Education has

         21  informed us that this high school is going to be

         22  called the Global Communications High School, and

         23  programmatically I believe that they are going to

         24  specialize in interactive communications, heavy duty

         25  Internet usage, those types of things, although the
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          2  program has not been set.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: Will this be

          4  under the heading of specialized, that you would

          5  have to qualify?

          6                 MS. PRISHIVALKO: No, this is not

          7  specialized. It is an academic high school,

          8  800-seater, with a theme. It is a theme school, as

          9  we now call them.

         10                 MS. RACHELSON: And it would be open

         11  to all residents, all students.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: We are not

         13  talking about residents now.

         14                 MS. RACHELSON: No, students.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: We are talking

         16  about the plan for high schools and how they are

         17  zoned, and I ask that question because on the

         18  specialized part, because you are dealing with a

         19  specialized area, that somehow or another if one

         20  wanted it to fold under the aegis of specialized,

         21  this way there are certain credentials that you

         22  have. You can't have someone who is not computer

         23  literate and all of those kinds of things on a

         24  global technology kind of setting, and my concern is

         25  that so often we build without really looking at the
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          2  program part of it, and since my colleague, it is

          3  part in his district, I think we need to sit down

          4  and talk about it.

          5                 Mr. Chair?

          6                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Yes.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN:  In actuality

          8  what it means, it talks in terms of identifying it

          9  in that manner, knowing that, you know, we know our

         10  academics come first but there is a specialized

         11  component here that should not be taken lightly when

         12  you are talking about global and all of the other

         13  things.

         14                 That is why I wanted to know if this

         15  came intact with the attached proposal, and not only

         16  that, since you are talking in terms of two others,

         17  you are starting from the elementary to the high

         18  school. I don't see any reason why that combined

         19  curriculum, nobody has ever sat down there to talk

         20  about moving one area straight through to the high

         21  school component. And I think that might fall within

         22  the Education Committee and I will sit down with my

         23  colleagues to discuss it further, and maybe sit down

         24  with the Board of Education and go into a little

         25  depth.

          2                 MS. PRISHIVALKO: Well, the districts

          3  themselves have proposed a possibility to see if it

          4  somehow can be a high school where the children do

          5  flow from one onto the next.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: Well, that is

          7  fine with the local districts coming together, and

          8  it is important, but it is also important that you

          9  start out with people who are in the position to

         10  talk about funding. You can't jump before and say

         11  this is what we want, you have got to have the

         12  proper funding, and I would encourage my colleague

         13  to start early on and talking about the type of

         14  program and hope that you guys will encourage us to

         15  be a part of those discussions so that this way the

         16  funding is in place.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Let me note for

         18  Council Member Wooten that the site is in the

         19  district of Council Member Ognibene, and he has been

         20  a strong supporter of this. And discussions about

         21  our institutional policies on curriculum should be

         22  with him.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: Okay, I have

         24  not problem.

         25                 I wanted the record to note that
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          2  there needs to be additional discussion on the type

          3  of program so that we are not under the illusion

          4  that we are setting up mechanisms for failure.

          5  Unless the funding is consistent, unless you are

          6  truly in a position to start out, even when you

          7  start to build, and that is what we miss out on. We

          8  miss out on the proper kind of mechanisms that is

          9  built within a facility to deal with our plan, and I

         10  am just simply saying it should be consistent.

         11                 MS. PRISHIVALKO: That's true.

         12  Discussions can be done with the Division of High

         13  Schools, the Queens Division of High Schools, when

         14  they formulate the program.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Thank you very

         16  much. If there is nothing else on this matter, we

         17  will move on to the next.

         18                 The next item is Land Use 576.

         19  Manhattan Community Board 5, in Council Member

         20  Quinn's district. Landmarks Preservation Commission

         21  designation of the I. Miller Building, and I will

         22  call to the witness table Ronda Wist, from the

         23  Landmarks Commission, for her maiden voyage in front

         24  of our Subcommittee.

         25                 Council Member Perkins has asked if
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          2  he can be recognized to cast a vote, and if the

          3  clerk is here, I would ask that Council Member

          4  Perkins be called to vote on Land Use 568 and 576.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Perkins.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Thank you,

          7  Mr. Chairman, and to my colleagues, for allowing me

          8  to interject my vote at this time, due to an

          9  emergency situation that I have to address, and so

         10  in that regard I just want to vote aye on both

         11  items. Thank you.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Thank you.

         13                 State your name for the record,

         14  please.

         15                 MS. WIST: Okay. Good morning,

         16  Chairman Sabini and Council members. I am Ronda

         17  Wist, the Executive Director of the Landmarks

         18  Commission.

         19                 I am here to testify on the

         20  Commission's designation of the I. Miller Building,

         21  1552 to 1554 Broadway, as an individual landmark.

         22                 The Commission voted to designate the

         23  building on June 29th, 1999. With its four

         24  eye-catching statues of leading performers of the

         25  1920s, the I. Miller Building evokes the history of
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          2  the Broadway Theater District.

          3                 Designed by architect Lewis H.

          4  Friedland in 1926, the I. Miller Building's facade

          5  was commissioned by shoe manufacturer Israel Miller,

          6  whose store served the show-business community for

          7  over 60 years. The four-story building's handsome

          8  modern classical design is executed in rich

          9  materials including limestone, marble and mosaic.

         10                 The building's four statues were

         11  sculpted by Alexander Stirling Calder, father of

         12  Alexander Calder. They depict Ethel Barrymore as

         13  Ophelia, Marilyn Miller as Sunny, Rosa Ponselle as

         14  Norma and Mary Pickford as Little Lord Fauntleroy,

         15  representing drama, musical comedy, opera and film.

         16                 When the sculptures were unveiled in

         17  1929, Marilyn Miller, Rosa Ponselle and Mayor James

         18  Walker were in attendance. Beneath the building's

         19  cornice, a bold inscription still reads, "The Show

         20  Folks Shoe Shop Dedicated To Beauty In Footwear."

         21                 The Landmarks Commission held its

         22  public hearing on July 14th, 1998, with six speakers

         23  in favor and no opposed to designation. The speakers

         24  were: Two representatives of the adjacent building,

         25  Actors Equity, the Landmarks Conservancy, Historic
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          2  Districts Council and the Municipal Art Society.

          3                 We have received letters and

          4  statements in support of the designation from

          5  Manhattan Community Board 5, the Times Square

          6  Business Improvement District, the Alliance of

          7  Resident Theaters of New York, the American

          8  Federation of Television and Radio Artists, the

          9  Associated Musicians of Greater New York, and

         10  assorted unions.

         11                 The Commission urges you to affirm

         12  its designation of the I. Miller Building.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Thank you. You

         14  passed the test.

         15                 MS. WIST: Thank you.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Questions from

         17  the Subcommittee?

         18                 Hearing none, I will call the next

         19  witness. Thank you, Ronda.

         20                 Brendan Sexton, Times Square BID.

         21                 Commissioner, welcome.

         22                 MR. SEXTON: Good morning, Mr.

         23  Chairman, Council members. Thank you for allowing me

         24  to testify on this.

         25                 In the Times Square Business
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          2  Improvement District we have an odd combination of

          3  interests. We have been very, very interested and

          4  happy about modern and highly dense commercial

          5  development in our district but we have also been

          6  very fierce about preservation issues.

          7                 As you know, theaters are magnificent

          8  treasures and I think that our City, certainly our

          9  district would not be what we think it is if we

         10  hadn't had a very strong preservationist tradition

         11  in our neighborhood and saved them.

         12                 This particular matter for your

         13  consideration today is not a theater, of course, but

         14  it is related to the same history, and it is

         15  architecturally terribly charming but also part of

         16  that theater district history that makes Times

         17  Square and therefore New York City what we think of

         18  today when we think of our wonderful City.

         19                 I speak particularly, I think I

         20  should tell you I am an interested party in the

         21  sense that my office is in the next building. So, I

         22  see the I. Miller Building, the shoe shop, every day

         23  on my way to work, and we love it. People in Times

         24  Square notice this building and it is unlike any

         25  other building.
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          2                 Even our wonderful theaters, which

          3  are certainly distinct and unique, are a group of

          4  three dozen theaters. This building is really quite

          5  unlike anything else around. It was a commercial

          6  retail shop, but it was dedicated to the theater,

          7  and expressed its dedication in the beautiful

          8  sculptures on the side. It is sometimes an

          9  overworked word, but unique is quite literally the

         10  only word for this building, there is just simply

         11  nothing else like it. We want very much to see it

         12  saved, preserved, and we hope cleaned up. It has

         13  been treated a little shabily in recent years I

         14  think, and so we very enthusiastically support this

         15  move.

         16                 Thank you.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Questions from

         18  the Subcommittee?

         19                 Okay, thank you, Commissioner.

         20                 There being no other witnesses that

         21  wish to testify, I am going to call, restate the

         22  agenda in anticipation of a vote.

         23                 Page nine in your hymnals, Land Use

         24  509, Queens Community Board 7, in Council Member

         25  Abel's district, Landmarks Preservation Commission

          4                 Land Use 510 in Manhattan Community

          5  Board 2, LPC designation of the NoHo historic

          6  district, Council Member Freed and Lopez' district,

          7  laid over again.

          8                 Land Use 568, Queens Community Board

          9  6 in Council Member Thomas Ognibene's district. The

         10  School Construction Authority application for a

         11  proposed school facility known as the Metropolitan

         12  Avenue School.

         13                 And Land Use 576, in Manhattan

         14  Community Board 5 in Council Member Christine

         15  Quinn's district, the LPC designation of the I.

         16  Miller Building.

         17                 And I will now ask the clerk to call

         18  the roll.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Sabini.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON SABINI: Aye on all.
