Ensuring that children and adolescents receive recommended vaccinations is critical to protecting public health, preventing outbreaks of serious diseases, and promoting long-term community well-being. Despite the availability of safe and effective vaccines, vaccination rates vary across neighborhoods, and many families and healthcare providers may lack clear, accessible, and culturally competent information about the importance and benefits of immunizations.
By combining education, outreach, and transparency, and by requiring annual reporting on implementation and outcomes, the bill would support informed decision-making by families and providers, increase vaccination coverage among individuals 18 years and younger, and strengthen the City’s ability to protect all residents from preventable diseases.
