	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the New York City building code, in relation to requiring construction superintendents at certain construction sites

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. No. 247-A would require that certain buildings under ten stories undergoing construction or demolition work, retain a construction superintendent, who, among other things, would be responsible for maintaining a safe job site. Further, it would require that such buildings create a site safety plan and keep such plan on site. The legislation would exclude 1-, 2- and 3-family buildings undergoing construction work from requiring a construction superintendent. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Currently, the Department of Buildings (“DOB”) requires a construction superintendent at sites under ten stories who are tasked with performing the same duties outlined above. As such, this legislation would codify that rule. 

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 180 days after it becomes law, except that the Commissioner of Buildings may take such measures as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, before such effective date.
