SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 262 would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to install speed humps on roadways that are adjacent to any park equal to or greater than one acre in size unless such installation, in the commissioner of DOT’s judgment, would endanger pedestrians or motorists, or would not be consistent with DOT’s guidelines regarding the installation of speed humps.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the enactment of this legislation would require an additional $330,000 annually for Other than Personal Services (OTPS) costs for the purchase of fuel and asphalt. In Fiscal 2026, the Council estimates that $117,726 would be required for the one-time purchase of a sedan and AC/tar kettle and the pro-rated cost of fuel and asphalt for the portion of the year for which the legislation would be in effect. In each subsequent year the cost would be $330,000 for the cost of the fuel and asphalt.  OMB’s OTPS cost estimate is similar to the Council’s, but OMB also includes additional costs related to staffing expenses. OMB estimates that in order to meet the requirements of the legislation, DOT would require an additional 14 positions at a cost of $1.9 million annually. Because DOT has a considerable number of vacancies, the Council assumes that the estimated staffing need would be subsumed by these vacancies. 

In addition to OTPS expenses, the Council estimates that this legislation would require a one-time $2.2 million capital expenditure in the first year for equipment necessary to complete the installation of speed humps. OMB’s estimate of capital expenses is consistent with the Council’s.
