	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to demolition work without a permit on one-or two family dwellings.

	Summary of Legislation:  The legislation would create additional criminal and civil penalties for any person found guilty of having conducted demolition work without a permit on a one or two-family dwelling.  In brief, the proposed legislation would penalize any person who is convicted of conducting demolition work without a required permit on a one-or two family dwelling by making them guilty of a misdemeanor upon conviction and punishable by fine of not less than $5,000 nor more than $10,000 or by imprisonment not to exceed six months or both.  In addition, any person who is conducting demolition work without a required permit on a one-or two family dwelling would be liable for a civil penalty of not less than $5,000 and not more than $10,000 at the Environmental Control Board or in a civil action brought in any court of competent jurisdiction.
