SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Pursuant to local law, the City currently operates a program to provide reimbursement to nonpublic schools for costs related to employing security guards. Int. 327-B would expand upon this program by providing for the reimbursement to such schools of costs associated with the purchase, installation, operation, and maintenance of video surveillance cameras. Reimbursement levels would be capped based on enrollment size. The administering agency would further consider qualifying nonpublic schools’ tuition costs and other relevant factors in determining reimbursement levels and potential cost-sharing obligations.
