SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 1229 would require the Fire Department (FDNY) to report on the availability of emergency medical services (EMS) units for each day of the prior calendar year, categorized by EMS unit type and EMS station. The bill would require the report to include the total number of EMS units, and the total number of EMS units that were unable to respond to an emergency call, disaggregated by the reason for such inability. The bill would require the submission of the report no later than 6 months after the effective date of the local law and every year thereafter.
