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OVERSIGHT: MODERNIZING THE FIRE CODE

INT. NO. 414

TITLE:
A Local Law to repeal subdivision 11 of section 27-4002 of the administrative code of the city of New York, relating to the definition of dry cleaning and dry dyeing, and to repeal subchapter 13 of chapter 4 of title 27 of the administrative code of the city of New York, relating to dry cleaning and dry dyeing establishments.

I. Summary of Int. No. 414 

Section one of Int. 414 repeals subdivision 11 of Section 27-4002 of the fire code.  Subdivision 11 defines the term “dry cleaning or dry dyeing” as “the act or process of washing or immersing in volatile flammable oil or liquid a garment, fabric, fibre, substance or article, for the purpose of cleaning or dyeing the same.”  The term “volatile flammable oil” is defined in Section 27-4002 as “any oil or liquid that will generate a flammable vapor at a temperature below one hundred degrees Fahrenheit when tested in a Tagliabue open cup tester.”

Section two of the bill repeals chapter 4 of title 27, which regulates dry cleaning and dry dyeing establishments.  This chapter is made redundant by article 6 of subdivision 7 of chapter one of the building code.  Section 27-427 of the building code forbids the construction or installation of “high hazard” dry cleaning or dry dyeing establishments.  These establishments are defined in Section 27-426 as “establishments employing gasoline or other solvents having a flash point below 100 degree F.”  Since this is the same definition as the establishments regulated under chapter 4 of title 27 of the fire code, chapter one of the building code renders chapter 4 of the fire code redundant.


The local law would take effect immediately upon enactment.

As indicated at the October 29, 2003 hearing of this Committee, this legislation is supported by the Fire Department of the City of New York and fire science experts.
