City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development and the Dermot Company pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for the grant of a special permit pursuant to Section 74-681(a)(1) of the Zoning Resolution to permit portions of a railroad right-of-way which will be completely covered over by a permanent platform to be included in the lot area for the development of two mixed buildings (Block 1080, part of Lot 25, Block 1081, Lot 39 and part of Lot 29), within a general large-scale development, generally bounded by West 53rd Street, Tenth Avenue, West 51st Street and a line 275 feet westerly of Tenth Avenue, in a C6-3 District*, within the Special Clinton District, in the Clinton Urban Renewal Area.

To facilitate development of two mixed-use buildings, tentatively known as Clinton Green Mixed Use Development, with up to 650 residential units, retail and theater uses.
