TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the civil service law, in relation to the suspension of certain employees in cities having a population of one million or more. 

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the proposed legislation would restore service credit for retirement purposes to certain carpenters or supervisor carpenters who were laid off on or after June 1, 1991 and who returned to active service no later than July 1, 1993, due to measures of economy implemented by the City of New York.  The proposed legislation would require such employees to pay the employee contributions that they would have been required to pay had they not been laid off in order to receive service credit for such time period.  

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would amend section 80 of the Civil Service Law of the State of New York by adding a new subdivision 7-c to permit the restoration of service credit to those carpenters or supervisor carpenters who had been laid off on or after June 1, 1991 and who returned to active service no later than July 1, 1993, as a result of measures of economy implemented in cities of one million or more for reasons of economy; provided, that, as a condition of receiving such service credit, such employee must pay any employee contributions that he or she would have been required to pay had he or she not been laid off.  Section 2 of this bill would note that the Act would take effect immediately.

This legislation would take effect immediately. 
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
