Local Law 51 of 1993 established a homeless services advisory board and an interagency coordinating council to combat homelessness. The legislation would repeal the section of the Administrative Code establishing the advisory board and add a section creating a continuum of care steering committee responsible for advising the Department of Homeless Services Commissioner (DHS) on the implementation of the requirements of the federal Homeless Emergency Assistance and Rapid Transition to Housing Act of 2009. The steering committee would include at least one member who is currently or formerly homeless and relevant organizations. The bill would require the DHS Commissioner to meet with the steering committee. The bill would also add representatives from additional City agencies as members of the interagency coordination council and would require the council to produce an annual report.
