RESOLUTION APPROVING OR DISCLOSING THE NEW DESIGNATION AND CHANGES IN THE DESIGNATION OF CERTAIN ORGANIZATIONS TO RECEIVE FUNDING IN THE FISCAL 2008 EXPENSE BUDGET

 

The Committee on Finance, to which was referred the above-captioned resolution, respectfully submits to The Council of the City of New York the following

Introduction.  The Council of the City of New York (the “Council”) annually adopts the City’s budget covering expenditures other than for capital projects (the “expense budget”) pursuant to Section 254 of the Charter.  On June 15, 2007, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2008 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget”).  

 

Analysis.  This resolution, dated May 28, 2008, approves or discloses changes in the designation of certain organizations that have received or will receive funding pursuant to certain initiatives in the Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget. In addition, the resolution approves changes in the designation of certain organizations that will receive aging discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget.  
In a continuing effort to make the budget process more transparent, the resolution sets forth specific changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving aging discretionary funding, as described in Chart 1, attached thereto as Exhibit A, and sets forth the new designations and changes in the designation of certain organizations that have received or will receive funding pursuant to certain initiatives in the Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget, reflected in Exhibits B-I. 
The charts, attached to the resolution, contain the following information: name of the council member(s) designating the organization to receive funding or name of the initiative, as set forth in Adjustments Summary/Schedule C/ Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget, dated June 15, 2007; name of the organization; increase or decrease in funding; organization’s Employer Identification Number (EIN), if applicable; name of fiscal conduit, if applicable; and the EIN of the fiscal conduit. 
Specifically, Chart 1 sets forth the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving aging discretionary funding. 

Chart 2 sets forth the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Adult Literacy Services Initiative. 

Chart 3 sets forth the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Cultural After School Adventure (CASA) Initiative. 

Chart 4 sets forth the new designation of organizations receiving funding pursuant to the HIV/AIDS Outreach Initiative. The organizations designated to receive funding from the this initiative were selected either through a competitive Request For Applications (RFA) process or Request for Proposal (RFP) process administered by Public Health Solutions. 

Chart 5 restores additional funding to ETR Associates pursuant to the Infant Mortality Reduction Initiative.  The initial appropriation was $50,000, as reflected on page 54 of Revised Schedule C/Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget, dated October 17, 2007. Subsequently, the Council reduced this amount by $25,000, as reflected in City Council Resolution No.1310, “Appendix O”, dated March 12, 2008. Chart 5 sets forth the $25,000 restoration. 
Chart 6 sets forth the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Obesity Prevention Initiative. 

Chart 7 designates Consumer Service Society to receive funding pursuant to the Managed Care Consumer Assistance Program (MCCAP). These changes reflect an agreement made in March 2008 among the Council, the Administration, and the Comptroller, that the Council would be authorized to designate the group which would receive baseline funding from this initiative for Fiscal 2008.  
Chart 8 sets forth changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Workforce Development Initiative. The initial appropriation totaled $100,000 for Arbor Employment and Training and $185,000 for DB Grant Associates, as reflected on page 45 of “Revised Schedule C”/Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget, dated October 17, 2007. As indicated on Chart 8, funding for these particular groups has been withdrawn and will remain in the agency. 
Chart 9 sets forth changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Helping Involve Parents in Schools Project (HIP Schools) Initiative. The initial appropriation for the initiative totaled $4.271 million, as reflected on page 16 of Adjustments Summary/Schedule C/Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget, dated June 15, 2007. Helping Involve Parents, Inc. was designated to provide services under this initiative, as reflected on page 39 of Revised Schedule C/Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget, dated October 17, 2007. As indicated on Chart 9, funding for Helping Involve Parents, Inc. has been withdrawn and this money will remain in the agency. 
Description of Above-captioned Resolution.  In the above-captioned resolution, the Council would approve or disclose the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations to receive funding in the Fiscal 2008 Expense Budget.  Such resolution would take effect as of the date of adoption.
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
