A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of education to report on pupil transportation services

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the Department of Education (DOE) to report annually on the number of buses, bus vendor employees, bus routes, transportation sites, bus delays, and no shows provided by the department’s student transportation services, disaggregated by the contracting company. The bill would also require DOE to report on the number of students utilizing transportation services, disaggregated by whether the student takes the bus or public transportation, is a special education student, lives in temporary housing, is in elementary, middle or high school, and whether the student attends public or nonpublic school. Finally, the bill would require DOE to report on who is eligible for yellow bus services.
