	Title: A Local Law to amend the New York charter, in relation to requiring the New York City Department of Education to report the number of temporary and non-standard classrooms in use in the public school system.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require the Department of Education (“Department”) to report the number of temporary and non-standard classrooms in use in the City public schools and the number of children who attend classes in each such non-standard classroom to the City Council annually, on or before October 15th each year.  The report should include the number of non-standard classrooms (a transportable classroom unit, a classroom located in a structure that was not built or renovated with the intention that such structure be a permanent educational facility, a classroom located in a multi-purpose room or a cluster room, a classroom located in a space that was not designed for classroom when built or when last fully renovated) in the public school system, disaggregated by school, zip code, school district, instructional region, community district, council district and borough, as well as the number of children who attend classes in each non-standard classroom.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately upon enactment into law.

	Impact on Revenues: There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.



	Impact on Expenditures: There would be no impact on expenditures to the Department since the mechanism for collecting and reporting such data is already in place.  The School Construction Authority’s (SCA) publication “Enrollment, Capacity and Utilization” includes data on the number of cluster rooms used for classroom purposes.  SCA can ascertain the number of non-standard classrooms in the survey it conducts each year, along with information regarding capacity, enrollment and utilization by school, district, region and borough.
