Bill Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the installation of pedestrian lighting on step streets
Submitted by:

Justification:
Step streets serve as critical pedestrian connections in many neighborhoods, particularly in hilly areas, yet many remain poorly lit and present safety risks for residents and visitors. Inadequate lighting reduces visibility, increases the likelihood of trips and falls, and raises concerns about personal security, especially during evening and early morning hours.
By requiring the installation of pedestrian lighting on step streets, this bill promotes safer pedestrian access, improves neighborhood walkability, and helps ensure that these public stairways are secure, accessible, and usable for all members of the community.
