         The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and  Assem-
       bly, do enact as follows:
    1    Section  1. Subdivision (a) of section 1111-a of the vehicle and traf-

    2  fic law, as amended by chapter 651 of the laws of 1995,  is  amended  to

    3  read as follows:

    4    (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, each city with a popu-

    5  lation  of  one  million  or  more is hereby authorized and empowered to

    6  adopt and amend a local law or ordinance  establishing  a  demonstration

    7  program  imposing monetary liability on the owner of a vehicle for fail-

    8  ure of an operator thereof to comply with traffic-control indications in

    9  such city in accordance with the provisions of this section. Such demon-

   10  stration program shall empower a city to install  and  operate  traffic-

   11  control  signal  photo-monitoring  devices  at  no more than [fifty] one
   12  hundred intersections within such city at any one time.

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    1    § 2. Subdivision (m) of section 1111-a of the vehicle and traffic law,

    2  as amended by chapter 503 of the laws of 1999, is  amended  to  read  as

    4    (m)  In  any  city  which  adopts  a demonstration program pursuant to

    5  subdivision (a) of this section, such city shall submit a report on  the

    6  results  of  the use of a traffic-control signal photo-monitoring system

    7  to the governor, the temporary president of the senate and  the  speaker

    8  of  the assembly by March first, two thousand [four] eight.  Such report

    9  shall include, but not be limited to:

   10    1. a description of the locations where traffic-control signal  photo-

   11  monitoring systems were used;

   12    2.  the  number of violations recorded at each intersection and in the

   13  aggregate on a daily, weekly and monthly basis;

   14    3. the total number of notices of liability issued;

   15    4. the number of fines and total amount  of  fines  paid  after  first

   16  notice of liability;

   17    5.  the  number  of violations adjudicated and results of such adjudi-

   18  cations including breakdowns of dispositions made;

   19    6. the total amount of revenue realized by such city; and

   20    7. quality of the adjudication process and its results.

   21    § 3. Section 17 of chapter 746 of the laws of 1988, amending the vehi-

   22  cle and traffic law, the general municipal law and the  public  officers

   23  law,  relating  to  the  civil  liability  of vehicle owners for traffic

   24  control signal violations, as amended by chapter  503  of  the  laws  of

   25  1999, is amended to read as follows:

   26    §  17.  This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shall

   27  have become a law and shall remain in full force and effect until Decem-

   28  ber 1, [2004] 2008 when upon such date  the  amendments  and  provisions

   29  made  by  this act shall be deemed repealed; provided, however, any such

   30  local laws as may be enacted pursuant to this act shall remain  in  full

   31  force and effect only until the expiration on December 1, [2004] 2008.

   32    §  4.  Subdivision (a) of section 19-210 of the administrative code of

   33  the city of New York, as amended by local law number 20 of the  city  of

   34  New York for the year 1998, is amended to read as follows:

   35    (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the parking violations

   36  bureau  is  hereby authorized and empowered to establish a demonstration

   37  program imposing monetary liability on the owner of a vehicle for  fail-

   38  ure of an operator thereof to comply with traffic-control indications in

   39  accordance with the provisions of this section. The department of trans-

   40  portation,  for  purposes  of  implementation  of such program, shall be

   41  authorized to install and operate traffic-control signal violation-moni-

   42  toring devices at no more than [fifty] one hundred intersections at  any

   43  one time.

   44    §  5.  Subdivision (o) of section 19-210 of the administrative code of

   45  the city of New York, as amended by local law number 14 of the  city  of

   46  New  York  for  the  year  1992, and the opening paragraph as amended by

   47  chapter 503 of the laws of 1999, is amended to read as follows:

   48    (o) The commissioner shall submit to the governor, the temporary pres-

   49  ident of the senate, the speaker of  the  assembly  and  the  council  a

   50  report  on the results of the use of a traffic-control signal violation-

   51  monitoring system on or before March  first,  [two  thousand  four]  two
   52  thousand eight.  Such report shall include, but not be limited to:

   53    1.  a  description of the locations where traffic-control signal photo

   54  monitoring systems were used;

   55    2. the number of violations recorded at each intersection and  in  the

   56  aggregate on a daily, weekly and monthly basis;
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    1    3. the total number of notices of liability issued;

    2    4.  the  number  of  fines  and total amount of fines paid after first

    3  notice of liability;

    4    5. the number of violations adjudicated and results  of  such  adjudi-

    5  cations including breakdowns of dispositions made;

    6    6. the total amount of revenue realized by such city; and

    7    7. quality of the adjudication process and its results.

    8    §  6. Section 2 of local law number 46 of the city of New York for the

    9  year 1989, amending the administrative code of the  city  of  New  York,

   10  relating to civil liability of vehicle owners for traffic control signal

   11  violations, as amended by chapter 503 of the laws of 1999, is amended to

   12  read as follows:

   13    §  2. This local law shall take effect immediately and shall expire on

   14  December 1, [2004] 2008.

   15    § 7. This act shall take effect immediately; provided,  however,  that

   16  the  amendments  to  subdivisions  (a)  and (m) of section 1111-a of the

   17  vehicle and traffic law as made by sections one and two of this act  and

   18  the  amendments  to  subdivisions  (a)  and (o) of section 19-210 of the

   19  administrative code of the city of New York as made by sections four and

   20  five of this act shall not affect  the  expiration  or  repeal  of  such

   21  sections and shall be deemed to expire or repeal therewith.
