This bill will ensure that parents are not left scrambling for information and resources when their childcare center is closed due to health hazard. It will require DOHMH to publicly communicate the results of child care service inspections, post a copy of closure orders on the entrance to the child care center, and provide a copy of this closure order to parents. Communicating these details will ensure that parents and families know the status of their child care center and can plan ahead to make necessary changes to their children’s care.
