SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1307 would create a film, television, and theater accessibility fund administered by the Mayor’s Office of Media and Entertainment (MOME), in collaboration with the Mayor’s Office for People with Disabilities and the Mayor’s Office of Talent and Workforce Development. Through this fund, MOME would award grants to film, television, and theater productions that commit to hiring and accommodating persons with disabilities, including through the engagement of production access coordinators. In addition, MOME would provide resources and guidance to productions, collect and analyze data on disability employment in the industry, and share best practices. The bill would also require MOME to post information about the fund on its website and submit an annual report detailing how grant money was used, the number of persons with disabilities hired by each production, and other information relevant to evaluating the fund’s effectiveness.

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH PROPOSED LOCAL LAW WOULD FIRST BECOME EFFECTIVE: 2026
FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH FULL FISCAL IMPACT ANTICIPATED: 2027
IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that this legislation would require an additional $430,000 annually starting in Fiscal 2027 for the hiring of three new staff members at MOME to manage this program. In Fiscal 2026 the agency would require a prorated amount of $118,986 for these costs. This additional staffing includes one administrative business coordinator and two community coordinators. Additionally, the Council estimates that this legislation would require additional funding for the cost of the grants. However, these costs cannot be determined at this time as they would depend upon the eligibility criteria developed and the number of grants awarded in any given year. In addition, it is estimated that there would be a vendor charge of 15 percent of the aggregate grant total to administer the program.
OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
