Bill Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing financial assistance to low-income tenants displaced due to housing demolition, substantial rehabilitation, change of use, or removal of rent or income restrictions

Submitted by:
Council Member Hudson

Justification:
This bill will ensure low-income tenants are not being displaced from their homes due to circumstances outside of their control without sufficient financial support. When tenants are forced to relocate, they often face significant out-of-pocket costs, including those relating to moving, storage, hotel stays, and security deposits for temporary housing. It will mandate that all tenants facing displacement due to housing demolition, substantial rehabilitation, change of use, or removal of rent or income restrictions are properly notified and that eligible tenants are connected with direct financial assistance to support their relocation. By requiring landlords to be transparent with tenants and providing financial support for low-income tenants for whom relocation or displacement may be the difference between having stable housing and homelessness, this bill will aid tenants in relocation efforts and prevent further housing insecurity.
