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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to giving council members the power to make appointments to community boards

Currently, Council Members can only nominate community board members, and these nominations must be approved by the Borough Presidents. This bill would grant Council Members the power to directly appoint up to half of the members of community boards in their districts. 

Effective Date:
Immediately upon certification that it has been approved by the electors at the next general election succeeding its enactment.
