Reasons for Support:

The greatest investment most people make in their lifetime will be the purchase of a home. Elected officials and government agencies have a responsibility to insure that residential contractors are held to professional standards and that the homes they build are as safe as possible. This bill will give the New York City Department of Buildings the power it needs to insure that the people building homes are qualified to do so and will allow for them to refuse them a license if they are not or remove their license if they prove to be unfit.
