Justification:

The prolonged parking of mobile homes and trailers on residential streets presents ongoing concerns related to public safety, traffic flow, sanitation, and neighborhood quality of life. These large vehicles can obstruct visibility, limit parking availability for residents, interfere with street cleaning and emergency access, and contribute to noise and sanitation issues, particularly during overnight hours.

Current regulations do not adequately address these impacts or provide clear limits on the duration and timing of such parking. By establishing time restrictions and authorizing enforcement and impoundment for violations, this bill promotes safer streets, protects residential neighborhoods, and ensures fair and consistent use of limited curbside parking resources.
