INTENT:




This legislation would add, through the 

posting of an additional sign, the name “Way of the Finest” on Washington Avenue

between East 159th Street and East 161st Street. 

COMMENT:
The following information was provided by the 42nd Precinct.

This legislation was introduced to honor all police officers, past and future, who give their lives in the line of duty during service with the 42nd Precinct in The Bronx.  The bill renames Washington Avenue between East 159th Street and East 161st Street, the site of the precinct station, “Way of the Finest”.  It is intended that the names and dates of death of slain officers be placed, via street name riders, underneath the renamed street signs to memorialize the officers. Thus far two officers from the 42nd Precinct have been killed in the line of duty as follows:

Detective Philip A. Lamonica was killed in a gun battle with fugitive convicts on September 21, 1952.

Police Officer George Mead was killed in October 1973 while trying to prevent a holdup.

This local law will take effect immediately.
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
