          5  We have a quorum so I'd like to start so that

          6  everyone can go about their business.

          7                 I just want to, if I can have

          8  everybody's attention for just one moment? This

          9  should be the shortest Land Use meeting in history.

         10  But I simply want to just explain that we need to do

         11  a motion to file today on one of the projects in

         12  Council Member Mealy's district. This is one of the

         13  examples that Land Use is helpful to the Council

         14  members. We all have it in our districts, we all

         15  need our colleagues' support. So, yesterday's

         17  simply a motion to file and the HPD will probably

         19  piece of property.

         24  today, in order to solve this issue for the Council
