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•
About 1,100,000 students attend public school in New York City, 284,000 of them in high school.  Of those children:


14.8% are White


33.7% are Black
38.4% are Latino

12.7% are Asian

•
After four years of high school, only about 36% of students graduate.
  Eventually, according to the Department, more than 50% graduate.

•
After four years of high school, only about 18% of students graduate with a Regents diploma.  Eventually, about 33% of students obtain one.
  Everyone else either gets a “local” diploma, drops out, or moves to a GED program.

•
More than 1 in 3 White and Asian students earn a Regents Diploma.  Fewer than 1 in 10 Black and Latino students earn one.

•
More than half of White and Asian students eventually graduate from high school.  Fewer than 1 in 3 Black and Latino students do.

•
The dropout rate for Black and Latino students ranges from 18-25%, twice the 10-25% rate for White and Asian students.
  Because the school system is about 70% Black and Hispanic, four times as many Black and Latino students dropout, compared to Whites and Asians.

The Attached Charts

The attached charts show student enrollment at four, large high schools, and citywide.  They show that high school enrollment drops sharply after the 10th grade, and that the drop is the sharpest in schools with a large Black and Latino student body.  Some things to note:

•
There are proportionately more 9th and 10th graders because many students repeat those grades: 36 percent of 9th graders and 43 percent of 10th graders were forced to repeat those grades in 2003-2004.

•
The first chart show what percentage of students are still enrolled after 1, 2 and 3 years (10th, 11th and 12th grades).  For the City as a whole, about 82% of 9th graders eventually become 10th graders, but only 47% of those 9th graders reach the 11th grade, and 41% reach 12th grade.

•
At Edward R. Murrow High School, 96% reach 10th grade, 53% reach 11th grade

•
At Franklin K. Lane High School, 71% reach 10th grade, but only 20 percent reach 11th grade.   1,462 freshman become 314 seniors.

•
At Evander Childs, less then 20% reach 11th grade and only 285 students out of 1,345, make it to the 12th grade.  

•
At John K. Kennedy High School, just over 60% of the 9th grade class makes it to 10th grade, and by the 11th grade, only 486 students are left of the 1,861 in the 9th grade.
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
