II. LEGISLATION
A. TRANSPARENCY RESOLUTION
1. Preconsidered Res. No. 
The Council of the City of New York (the “Council”) annually adopts the City’s budget, covering expenditures other than for capital projects (the “expense budget”) pursuant to Section 254 of the Charter. On June 30, 2023, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2024 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2024 Expense Budget”). On June 30, 2024, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2025 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget”). On June 30, 2025, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2026 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2026 Expense Budget”).
In an effort to continue to make the budget process more transparent, the Council is providing a list setting forth new designations and/or changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2026, Fiscal 2025, and Fiscal 2024 Expense Budgets (“Charts”).
This Resolution, dated April 16, 2026, would approve the new designations and the changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving local, youth, Speaker’s Initiative to Address Citywide Needs, Anti-Poverty, Cultural Immigrant Initiative, Digital Inclusion and Literacy Initiative, Domestic Violence and Empowerment (DoVE) Initiative, Parks Equity Initiative, NYC Cleanup, Cultural After-School Adventure (CASA),  SU-CASA, Older Adults Across the Boroughs (formerly Borough Presidents’ Discretionary Funding Restoration), Food Pantries, Legal Services for Low-Income Immigrants (formerly Legal Services for Low-Income Immigrants and Protect NYC), Peer Specialists Support, and Coalition Theaters of Color discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2026 Expense Budget; approves the new designations and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving local, youth, and Worker Cooperative Business Development Initiative discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget; and approves the new designations and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving youth discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2024 Expense Budget; and amends the purpose of funds for certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Fiscal 2026 Expense Budgets. All new designations and changes in designations are as described in the attached Charts.  
It is to be noted that organizations identified in the attached Charts with an asterisk (*) have not yet completed or began the prequalification process conducted by the Mayor's Office of Contract Services (for organizations to receive more than $10,000) by the Council (for organizations to receive $10,000 or less total), or other government agency. Organizations identified without an asterisk have completed the appropriate prequalification review. 
It should also be noted that funding for organizations in the attached Charts with a double asterisk (**) will not take effect until the passage of a budget modification.
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
