SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. 1966-A would require the Commissioner of Environmental Protection (DEP), in consultation with the Commissioner of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to create a pilot program to test the city’s wastewater treatment plants for the presence of SARS-CoV-2, the strain of coronavirus that causes COVID-19, and submit a report to the Mayor, and Speaker of the City Council with the results of the program.
