REASONS FOR SUPPORT: 



In recent years it has been brought to the attention of the Council  

that increasingly, illegal postings are completed by the nailing of the posters to live trees. 

The Parks Department reports that this activity causes harm to the tree and if left 

 unattended or done repeatedly it will kill the tree.



This bill will double the penalties for anyone found to have violated the 

existing illegal posting law, if the illegal posting was accomplished by nailing the poster 

to a tree. Posting of illegal flyers or posters on street poles, traffic signs, etc is a public 

nuisance by creating eyesore and litter problems. A person who takes this a step further 

and actually nails an illegal poster to a living thing that can ultimately die from this action 

should receive a higher penalty. The higher penalty will also serve as a deterrent to future 

violators.
