Today’s action would 

extend a previously approved for article 11 property 

tax exemption by three years to support this project 

through its close the and sales period.  55 Summit, 

also in Council member Lander’s district is the site 

of a new construction affordable housing project 

consisting of five units.  Today’s action would 

provide a 40 year article 11 property tax exemption 

to support this project.  Revive 103 and Council 

member Ayala’s district is the site of an affordable 

rental preservation project consisting of 60 units.   
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Today’s action would provide a partial 40 year 

article 11 property tax exemption to support this 

project.  Both Council members are supportive of the 

proposed exemptions for the projects in their 

districts.  Next, we have the transparency 

resolution.  The transparency resolution sets for the 

new designation and changes in the designation of 

certain organizations receiving local aging, 

antipoverty, and youth discretionary funding and 

funding pursuant to certain initiatives in the 

budget.  As with all transparency resolutions, 

Council members will have to sign a disclosure form 

indicating whether or not a conflict exists with any 

of the groups on the attached list.  If any Council 

member has a potential conflict of interest with any 

of the organizations listed, he or she has the 

opportunity to disclose the conflict at the time of 

their vote.  As a reminder, please disclose any 

conflicts you may have with proposed subcontractors 

and used by organizations sponsored by discretionary 

funding.  These disclosures must be made before the 

subcontractor can be approved.  Disclosure forms must 

be completed and submitted prior to the vote on the 

transparency resolution and may be emailed to Charles 
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Davis.  Are there any questions on any of these 

items?
