You can get 

girls from Argentina for nothing because that’s the 

scam.  Once you buy the girl, you have to pay for all 

their stuff.  Where are they promoting these girls?  

All in the New York stuff. [AUDIO CUTS OUT] world, 
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and we’re just going to give it away to the 

globalists.  It’s guys like Alex [AUDIO CUTS OUT]  I 

brought in multiple mail-order brides, so I’ve done 

my part for immigration.  I’ve literally immigrated 

families of people.
