INTRODUCTION

On April 19, 2023 the Committee on Sanitation and Solid Waste Management, chaired by Council Member Sandy Nurse will hold a hearing on the following legislation; Int. No. 544, in relation to increasing penalties for failure to store waste as specified in the rules of the Department of Sanitation; Int. No. 649, prohibiting The New York City Department of Sanitation (DSNY) from charging the New York City Housing Authority (NYCHA) for the collection and disposal of solid waste; Int. No. 720, requiring DSNY to collect solid waste from nursing homes at no cost; Int. No. 768, requiring DSNY to establish and implement a system for assigning letter grades to city streets based on certain cleanliness metrics;  Int. No. 832, requiring DSNY to collect organic waste from community gardens that request such services via online application; Int. No. 846, requiring DSNY to develop a plan for promoting the proper disposal of motorized bicycle and e-scooter batteries; and Proposed Int. No. 863-A, requiring DSNY to install at least 25 public organic waste receptacles in every community district, and to empty such receptacles at least once per week. The Committee expects to receive testimony from representatives of the New York City Department of Sanitation (“DSNY”), environmental and business advocates, and interested members of the public.

I. BACKGROUND
Waste Management at NYCHA Properties
Each NYCHA household produces approximately one ton of garbage every year, which amounts to nearly 190,000 tons of waste produced annually across NYCHA developments.[footnoteRef:1]  To meet this demand, NYCHA created, and the Federal Monitor approved, the Pest/Waste Management Action Plan on January 26, 2021 to set requirements and milestones that NYCHA must meet to address sanitation and pest conditions.[footnoteRef:2] The plan calls for NYCHA to adopt IPM, which is an approach that focuses on prevention and directs resources to combat the infestation. The primary waste hauler for NYCHA is the New York City Department of Sanitation (DSNY). DSNY removes trash approximately two to four times each week, and recycling is collected curbside once a week.[footnoteRef:4] DSNY’s 2017 Waste Characterization Study found that the composition of waste at NYCHA developments generally mirrors Citywide trends, with approximately 33% of NYCHA’s refuse recyclable in DSNY’s curbside collections, and about 32% comprised of compostable organics.[footnoteRef:5] The study found that approximately 47,408 tons of recyclables are disposed of in NYCHA’s containerized waste each year, presenting a significant opportunity to increase diversion for beneficial reuse.[footnoteRef:6] NYCHA removes bulk waste in a combined effort between DSNY, NYCHA and a private bulk carter. DSNY provides NYCHA a designated number of bulk tickets. Each ticket represents a drop off of a 30-yard container. Organics Collection
The City has for decades provided citywide curbside collection service for refuse and MGP (commingled metal, glass, plastic recycling) and paper recyclables. DSNY’s 2017 Waste Characterization Study identifies organics as the biggest area of opportunity for the City to divert waste from landfill. The City has, in the past, implemented both curbside and non-curbside programs to divert organics from landfill. In October 2013, the New York City Council passed Local Law 77 of 2013 (“LL77”), which required the DSNY Commissioner to establish a voluntary residential organic waste curbside collection pilot program and a school organic waste collection pilot program.[footnoteRef:8] In 2015, the OneNYC plan committed the City to implement a residential organics program that would serve all New Yorkers by the end of 2018, and in 2019, the OneNYC 2050 plan committed the City to establishing mandatory organics recycling citywide.[footnoteRef:9] In August of 2022, following the Council’s lead in hearing legislation that would mandate citywide organics collection, the administration of Mayor Eric Adams announced a borough wide residential curbside organics collection program set to roll out in Queens.[footnoteRef:10] The program, which ran from October through December 2022, before pausing for the winter, diverted nearly 13 million pounds of organic waste from the city’s waste stream.[footnoteRef:11] The program resumed on March 27, 2023. According to New York City Open Data, DSNY currently hosts 241 food scrap and organic waste collection sites citywide, including smart bins requiring users to download an app to access, with 110 in Brooklyn, 45 in Manhattan, 31 in Queens, 45 in the Bronx, and 10 in Staten Island.[footnoteRef:13]  [13:  New York City Open Data. Rechargeable E-Mobility Device Batteries and Public Safety
	From 2021 to 2022, fires caused by lithium ion batteries resulted in 10 deaths and 226 injuries.[footnoteRef:14] In 2022, there were 219 such fires citywide, but in 2023, as of March 20,  33 fires caused by such batteries have resulted in three deaths and 42 injuries.[footnoteRef:15] In 2022, a fire on a DSNY refuse collection truck[footnoteRef:16]  and another on a barge transporting refuse in New York City were linked to lithium ion batteries.[footnoteRef:17] In 2021, nearly 100 fire and smoldering incidents at the Sims Municipal Recycling Facility in Brooklyn were also believed to be caused by improperly disposed of lithium ion batteries.[footnoteRef:18] In February of 2023, a storage facility in Gravesend, Brooklyn, that was being used to store lithium ion batteries reached capacity, leading the City to hire private contractors, Action Carting, to remove the batteries.[footnoteRef:19] State law prohibits certain batteries from being discarded with general refuse and recycling, as the batteries can emit toxic fumes when burning, which can persist even after the fire is extinguished.[footnoteRef:20] The safe collection and disposal of lithium ion batteries is only increasing in importance as their use increases. II. LEGISLATION
Int. No. 544 would increase penalties for failure to store waste in appropriate receptacles and for placing waste at the curb or on the street or sidewalk prior to the time specified in the rules of the Department of Sanitation. It would also establish fines ranging from 100 dollars for the first to fifth offense, to 250 dollars per violation for 16 or more offenses for buildings of 5 units or less, 500 to 650 dollars for buildings of 6-15 units, 1,000 to 2,500 dollars for buildings containing 16-20 units, 1,500 to 3,000 dollars for buildings containing 21-50 units, and 2,000 dollars to 3,500 dollars for buildings with 51 or more units. This local law would take effect 60 days after it becomes law.
Int. No. 649 would prohibit DSNY from charging the New York City Housing Authority for the collection and disposal of solid waste, or for any other sanitation services provided by DSNY to NYCHA. Historically, NYCHA buildings were designed and built so as to incinerate solid waste on site. In order to cease the operations of the incinerators, a transition was made in the 1970s to placing solid waste out for collection by DSNY, such that one-third of all NYCHA sites now leave bags of solid waste curbside for collection and all NYCHA sites leave bags of recyclables curbside for collection.[footnoteRef:23] This local law would take effect on July 1st of the year after the year in which it becomes law. Int. No. 720 would require DSNY to collect solid waste from nursing homes, as defined in section 2801 of the public health law, at no cost, regardless of whether the facility operates as a not-for-profit or for-profit entity. This local law would take effect 180 days after it becomes law, except that the DSNY commissioner may take necessary measures for the implementation of the local law, including the promulgation of rules.
Int. No. 768 would require DSNY to establish and implement a system for assigning letter grades to city streets based on the amount of litter on and adjacent to said street, presence of weeds, presence of discarded bulky items, illegal dumping, and any other factors as determined by the department. DSNY would also be required to inspect each blockface at least twice per year, and update the assigned cleanliness grade on the department’s website, including reasons why each blockface was assigned a particular grade. This information would be used to target low scoring blockfaces for additional resources. This local law would take effect 180 after it becomes law. 
Int No. 832 would require DSNY to collect organic waste from community gardens that request such services via online application. It would also require DSNY to post such application on the agency’s website, in all defined citywide languages, and allow community gardens to request weekly, bi-weekly, or monthly organic waste collection. This local law would take effect immediately. 
Int No. 846 would require DSNY to develop a plan for promoting the proper disposal of motorized bicycle and e-scooter batteries, including the maintenance of locations for collecting such rechargeable batteries, accepting batteries at safe disposal events, coordinating with private entities to facilitate in-store collection programs, and conducting public education and outreach.
Proposed Int. No. 863-A would require DSNY to install at least 25 public organic waste receptacles in every community district with placement prioritized in commercial corridors, parks, transit hubs, and other high-pedestrian traffic areas, adjacent to public litter baskets when possible. DSNY would be required to empty such receptacles at least once per week. This local law would take effect 120 days after it becomes law.

Section 1. Subdivisions b and c of section 16-120 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 6 for the year 2006, is amended to read as follows:
b. [Ashes and incinerators] Incinerator residue and ashes, refuse and liquid wastes shall be separated and placed into separate receptacles. No receptacle when filled shall weigh more than one hundred pounds.
c. [Incinerator, residue, ashes, refuse and liquid waste] (1) Refuse, incinerator residue and ashes, and liquid waste shall be stored in the building or dwelling or at the rear of the building or dwelling as may be required by the department of health and mental hygiene or the department of housing preservation and development until time for removal and kept in tightly covered metal receptacles or containers made of other materials of a type and grade acceptable to the department of sanitation, department of health and mental hygiene, and the department of housing preservation and development. The receptacles shall at all times be kept covered or closed and kept in a manner satisfactory to the department of sanitation, the department of health and mental hygiene, and in the case of residential premises, the department of housing preservation and development. No receptacles may be placed at the curb or on the street or sidewalk for collection, nor may bags containing solid waste or recyclables or any refuse, incinerator residue or ashes, or liquid waste be removed from such receptacles and placed at the curb or on the street or sidewalk for collection, prior to the time specified in section 1-02.1 of title 16 of the rules of the city of New York or any successor provision.
(2) After the contents have been removed by the department of sanitation or other collection agency any receptacles remaining shall be removed from the front of the building or dwelling before 9:00 p.m. on the day of collection, or if such collection occurs after 4:00 p.m., then before 9:00 a.m. on the day following collection. [The receptacles shall at all times be kept covered or closed and kept in a manner satisfactory to the department of sanitation, the department of health, and in the case of residential premises, the department of housing preservation and development.]
(3) No receptacles, refuse, incinerator residue or ashes, or liquid waste shall be kept so as to create a nuisance.
(4) Yard sweepings, hedge cuttings, grass, leaves, earth, stone or bricks shall not be mixed with household wastes.
§ 2. Subdivision f of section 16-120 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by local law number 80 for the year 2021, is amended to read as follows:
f. Any person violating the provisions of this section, except subdivision e and paragraph (1) of subdivision c, shall be liable for a civil penalty of $50 for the first violation, $100 for a second violation within any twelve-month period, and $200 for a third or subsequent violation within any twelve-month period. Any person violating the provisions of paragraph (1) of subdivision e of this section shall be liable for a civil penalty of $100 for the first violation, $250 for a second violation within any twelve-month period, and $350 for a third or subsequent violation within any twelve-month period. Blockface. The term “blockface” means one side of a city block, corner to corner, including both the street and its sidewalk.
Cleanliness grade.  The term “cleanliness grade” means a letter grade assigned by the department that accounts for the following factors: (i) the amount of litter on and adjacent to the street; (ii) the presence of weeds; (iii) the presence of discarded bulky items; (iii) any prohibited dumping, as set forth in section 16-119; and (iv) any other factors as determined by the department.
b. The department shall establish and implement a system for assigning each blockface in the city a cleanliness grade.
c. The department shall inspect each blockface no less than two times per year and post on the department’s website each such blockface’s cleanliness grade and a description of the reasons such blockface received such grade.  The department shall use such information to determine which blockfaces require additional resources and redirect such resources to such blockfaces.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Chapter 1 of title 16 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 16-144 to read as follows:
§ 16-144 Disposal of rechargeable batteries used for motorized bicycles and scooters. a. Definition. The term “powered mobility devices” means motorized bicycles, motorized scooters and other personal mobility devices powered by a lithium-ion or other storage battery. The term does not include motor vehicles or motorcycles or other mobility devices that must be registered with the New York state department of motor vehicles.
b. The department shall develop and implement a plan for promoting the proper disposal of rechargeable batteries used by powered mobility devices. Such plan shall include, but not be limited to: 
1. Maintaining at least two collection locations in each borough where the public can properly dispose of such rechargeable batteries. Such locations shall be open to receive items from the public seven days per week.
2. Accepting such rechargeable batteries at any disposal or collection event organized by the department.
3. Coordinating with businesses that sell or service powered mobility devices regarding voluntary participation in in-store collection programs for such rechargeable batteries. 
4. Conducting an outreach and education campaign relating to the proper disposal of such rechargeable batteries, including but not limited to, disseminating information on existing recycling and disposal programs for such rechargeable batteries, locations where such rechargeable batteries can be properly disposed of, and the hazards of improper disposal of such rechargeable batteries. Any written materials disseminated by the department pursuant to this section shall be made available in the designated citywide languages as defined in section 23-1101.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to public organic waste receptacles
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Subchapter 2 of chapter 3 of title 16 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 16-308.1 to read as follows:
§ 16-308.1 Organic waste receptacles. a. The commissioner shall install at least 25 public organic waste receptacles in every community district for the collection of organic waste. In determining the placement of such public organic waste receptacles, the commissioner shall prioritize commercial corridors, parks, transit hubs, and other high-pedestrian traffic areas. Whenever practicable, such public organic waste receptacles shall be installed adjacent to public litter baskets.
b. Public organic waste receptacles installed pursuant to this section shall be emptied by the department at least once per week.
c. The commissioner shall post on the department’s website the location of each public organic waste receptacle installed pursuant to this section.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law.
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
