A LOCAL LAW

In relation to installing intermediate reference location signs on designated sections of Cross
Bay Boulevard, Beach Channel Drive, and Rockaway Point Boulevard

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Definitions. For purposes of this local law, the term “intermediate reference location
sign” means a sign showing a decimal integer distance point at one tenth of a mile intervals along
a highway or other road as described in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets
and Highways published by the federal highway administration.

8 2. Intermediate reference location sign placement. Within 1 year of the enactment of this
local law, the department of transportation, in consultation with the police department and the fire
department, shall install intermediate reference location signs at one tenth of a mile intervals,
where feasible, along the following designated routes:

a. Cross Bay boulevard from the southern terminus of the Joseph P. Addabbo memorial

bridge to East 1st road;

b. Beach Channel drive and Beach Channel drive circle from the southern terminus of the

Marine Parkway bridge to Beach 144th street; and
c. Rockaway Point boulevard from the southern terminus of the Marine Parkway bridge to

Beach 201st street.



8 3. This local law takes effect immediately.
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
