SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the Department of Sanitation (“DSNY”), or other administering agency as designated by the mayor, to distribute official NYC waste bins to owners of eligible buildings. This bill would also require DSNY or the administering agency to establish and implement a program to reimburse owners of eligible buildings who purchased official NYC waste bins on or before August 1, 2026. Eligible buildings include those with up to 2 dwelling units where the building owner is enrolled in a New York STAR or Enhanced STAR tax benefit program. DSNY or the administering agency would be required to submit a report on the law’s implementation one month after the law’s expiration. 
EFFECTIVE DATE: 90 days after becoming law.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 
 
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there could be an expenditure of $10,725,000 in one-time Other Than Personal Services resources to provide free bins or reimbursements to approximately 195,000 households, at a cost per bin of $55, if the funds are appropriated pursuant to the legislation. The Council estimates roughly 429,000 properties could be eligible for the program, but based on the take up rate of the property tax rebate in Fiscal 2023, it is estimated that only about 195,000 homes will actually participate. This cost estimate does not include the potential expenditures related to Personal Services as the requirement to verify proof of purchase and distribution of checks would be the responsibility of the affected agency.  

OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is not consistent with the Council’s estimate. OMB anticipated that that the program would require $14,575,000 in one-time Other Than Personnel Services (OTPS) resources to provide free bins or reimbursement to approximately 265,000 eligible households, at a per bin cost of $55, as well as potential Personal Service costs.
