Good morning 9 

everyone.  We are starting the Land Use Committee 10 

Meeting for Wednesday March 13 th , 2013.  We are 11 

joined by Council Members Lappin, Ignizio, Rivera, 12 

Gonzalez, Barron, Reyna, Wills, Garodnick, Levin, 13 

Vann, and Williams and Weprin.  We have, I want to 14 

remind the public that everything was fully vetted 15 

in the Subcommittee meeting so we’re going to go 16 

through all of the items on today’s agenda for a 17 

vote only.

201352222CK.  We have a rezoning of Flushing 10 

Meadows East, land use number 765, Queens 11 

Community Board Seven, item number C070352ZMQ, to 12 

change the zoning map.  Item number 773 in 13 

Brooklyn, Community Board Three, 27 Albany Avenue, 14 

to change, HPD modification, item number 15 

20135344HAK.  And land use item number 774, which 16 

is item at, yes, it’s a UDEP at 272 Manhattan 17 

Avenue in Manhattan and item number 201353545HAM, 18 

and it’s 272 Manhattan Avenue in Community Board 19 

10.  As I said earlier, everything was fully 20 

vetted in the Subcommittee meetings.  I recommend 21 

a yes vote on all items on today’s General Order 22 

Calendar.
