River Trust. The item is number C130100CMM,
C130101zSM, C130102ZSM, C130103ZM. The next item
is we have is an AirTrain text amendment, Land Use
number 787, Comrie, Wills and Gennaro's district.
It's encompassing Queen's Community Board 12, item
number N130096ZRQ. This is to amend the sidewalk
regulations for the special downtown Jamaica
district right around the AirTrain area to allow

for more access to the sidewalk in that area. We

Rivera's district. It's a withdrawal approval of
a motion to file pursuant to withdrawal for Tino's
Delicatessen, item number 20135273TCX in Bronx
Community Board 6, known as Tino's Delicatessen at
2410 Arthur Avenue. We also have another approval
of a motion to file pursuant to withdrawal for
Land Use item number 741, which is Council Member
Rodriguez's request to have these two UDAPs
withdrawn at this time. Two addresses--2110, 2185
Amsterdam Avenue. Everything has been fully
vetted in the subcommittees. Does any member have
any comment on today's agenda? Council Member
Barron?
