The first of which is
proposed introduction 1086A that will require
at | east one faucet and toilet in each bathroom
that are capable of working without electrical
power in case of an outage. The next is
proposed Intro 1090A, which will require the
City to conduct a study of the effects of w nd
on existing buildings, and this study will be
conducted by the City’'s Office of Long Term
Pl anni ng and Sustainability and consultation
with New York City building' s departnent. The
next itemis Introduction 1095A, which wil
require the Building’s Department to create a
manual explaining the City’'s flood construction
requirements in plain English and Spanish, and
this manual also will be posted on the

Depart ment of Buildings website. The next item

is proposed Introduction 1098A, and that will
requi re that a new--that new and substantially
I mproved buildings in flood-prone areas will be
equi pped with vac water valves. A vac water
val ve prevents sewage and waste fromthe public
sewer system from backing up and getting into
t hese buil dings and these back ups can happen
whenever the public sewer system overflows such
as during a flood. Resolution--onto the
resol uti ons now. Resol ution, the first of
whi ch, 1708 calls upon Congress to enact and
the President to sign the Flood Victim
Prevention, excuse ne, the Flood Victim Prem um
Relief Act of 2013. This act will extend the
phase in period for new insurance prem uns SO
t hat home owners premuns will increase
gradually instead of sharply. The next is
intro--resolution, excuse me, 1808; calls upon
Congress to amend the Biggert-Waters Fl ood
I nsurance Reform Act of 2012, to reduce hone
owner’s flood insurance burdens. For exampl e,
the resolution calls on Congress to allow for
properties newly mapped into flood zones to

have their flood insurance rate phased in

instead of all being changed at once. The
resolution also calls for higher deductibles to
reduce the ampunt of the prem uns that honme
owners would face. Resolution 1927 calls upon
Congress to enact and the President to sign,

H. 2287, and S.1480. This bill would anmend the
Stafford Act so that co-ops and condos are
eligible for the same assistance after a major
di saster that the single famly home owners
are. The bills before the Commttee today are
based on proposals contained in the report of
the Building Resiliencing [phonetic] Task
Force. This task force was made up of over 200
volunteers froma variety of fields convened by
t he Mayor and the Speaker in the wake of

Hurri cane Sandy. Each of these bills before the
Commttees today is intended to make buil di ngs
and homes nore resilient to storns and ot her

di sasters. These bills were first heard back
in June, and we have made changes to the bills
based on comments we’ve received from

st akehol ders. Those changes are reflected in
the legislation as well as the Committee

Report. The resolutions before the Commttee

af fordabl e and to provide better assistance to
people affected by disasters.
