COUNCI L MEMBER JOHN: Wl | thank you M.
Majority Leader it’s with deep pl easure and
gratitude that 1'"mable to present this
procl anati on today to Bennett Singer who is here.
We had originally expected and sone people cane
today thing that Walter Naegel, Bayard Rustin’'s
partner, |ife partner would be here with us.
Unfortunately he was called to jury duty so civic
duty always cones first but we’'re very proud to
have Bennett Singer with us. So Bennett why don’t
you cone up? You know | was a New York City public
school teacher for 25 years before being elected to
the city council. And we often taught bl ack

hi story, African Anerican history in our schools,
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CITY COUNCI L ON STATED MEETI NG 5
but often tinmes many people didn’t know who was
behi nd the march on Washington in 1963. And in
fact, this year, marks the 50'" anniversary of that
march on Washi ngton. And that was a changi ng point.
That was a pivotal point in the struggle for
African American civil rights. And the nman behi nd
that march, the man behind that march, the man
whose idea that march was, and who was the co-
organi zer was Bayard Rustin. But what a | ot of
peopl e also don’t know is that Bayard Rustin was a
gay man and he was proud of that and he never
veered fromthat. And it was part of his history
and it was part of who he was as a human bei ng. And
Bayard believed in the gay civil rights novenent
just as nmuch as he did in the black civil rights
novenent. And Bayard was a believer in many other
things that were inportant to both of those
nmovenents. Non-violent confrontation was his
bi ggest contribution and he was a deep believer in
non-vi ol ence. When ot her African American | eaders
wer e tal king about having separate nations for
exanpl e Bayard rejected that type of talk and said
no, we need to work with everybody. So today we are

very proud to be able to present this proclanmation

and in recognition also of the fact that President
bana awar ded Bayard a Presidential Medal of
Freedom | ast August | believe it was in recognition
of his contributions to the African Anerican civil
rights novenent. And so | would like to present
this now to Bennett Singer. And Bennett is the
producer of the filmwhich is called
“Brot her Qutsider” which we showed downstairs
yesterday in the nenbers | ounge. And he’s a New
York based fil mmaker who directed “Brother
Qutsider” described as ‘Brilliant.’” by the Wl
Street Journal and as ‘A nesnerizing eye opener.
by the San Francisco Film Society. “Brother
Qutsider” premered at the Sundance Film Festival,
was broadcast nationally on PBS and Logo, and has
been shown at the United Nations, the Library of
Congress, and the Kennedy Center, as well as the
New York City Council, and in hundreds of school s,
and in dozens of countries across the gl obe.

The filmhas won nore than 25 awards
including the dad Award for *‘Qutstanding
Docunentary’. Bennett recently conpleted work on
el ectoral dysfunction; a feature | ength docunentary

about voting rights which mybe we coul d use here

York Proclamation. Wiereas in cel ebration of LGBT
hi story month and the 50'" anniversary of the 1963
mar ch of Washi ngton the council of the Cty of New
York is proud to honor the |ate Bayard Rustin. And
Wher eas on August 28'", 1963, hundreds of thousands
of peopl e converged on the National Mall to join in
what the Reverent Doctor Martin Luther King Junior
call ed “The greatest denonstration for freedomin
the history of our nation.”. The 1963 march on
Washi ngton for freedom and j obs gal vani zed peopl e
of all ages and backgrounds who shared in the dream
that our nation would one day nake real the prom se
of liberty, equality, and justice for all naking it

a transformative even for the civil rights
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CITY COUNCI L ON STATED MEETI NG 8
novenent. Bayard Rustin was the strategic
organi zi ng geni us behind the entire event as well
as many ot her groundbreaki ng protests, yet because
he was openly gay decades before the stonewal |
rebellion only recently has he begun to receive the
attention and credit he is due. And whereas
standi ng before the Lincoln Menorial in 1963 Bayard
Rustin was the first to sight the demands of the
day including; effective civil rights |egislation
from public accormmbdations, to the right to vote,
to an imMmedi ate end to school segregation, the
enf orcenent of the 14'" amendnment, and nore. And
whereas born in 1912 in Wstchester, Pennsylvania
he grew up in a town wthout a restaurant or
theater that would allow himto enter. Raised as a
Quaker he was an unyi el ding activist for civil
rights, dignity, and equality fromthe start. In
1937 he noved to New York City and ten years |ater
hel ped to plan the journey of reconciliation in
whi ch | ong before Rosa Parks, he and others
intentionally violated segregated seating on busses
and trains, faced terrible violence, and even tine
on chain gangs. None the | ess the journey’ s success

becane a prototype for the freedomrides of the

early 1960s. Long before the 1963 nmarch on
Washi ngton M. Rustin guided a young Dr. King to
adopt Mahatma Gandhi’s revolutionary ideals of non-
viol ent protest and civil disobedi ence. And whereas
this year President Cbanma posthunously bestowed the
Presidential Medal for Freedom the highest
civilian honor, upon himnoting that “As an openly
gay African American M. Rustin stood at the
i ntersection of several of the fights for equa
rights.”. In fact, M. Rustin fought tirelessly for
mar gi nal i zed communities at home and abroad unti |
the end of his life. In addition to the United
States he had a profound inpact in Israel, Haiti,
Zi nbabwe, El Sal vador, Grenada, South Africa,
Sout heast Asia, and beyond. At his core he believed
that we are all part of a global human famly. “We
are all one.” He said. “And if we don’t know it, we
will learn it the hard way.” Now therefore be it
known that the council of the Gty of New York
proudly celebrates the life and nmenory of Bayard
Rustin for his truly extraordinary and enduring
contributions for civil and human rights in the
United States and around the world.

This is amazing. After perpetrator had shot dead a
menber of the LGBT community the man escaped stil
with his gun. Oficer Huot noticed sonething that

was wong and call ed upon his attention that, that

person took out a gun and pointed it towards himto
shoot and the gun mal functioned. He had a cl ear
shot to shoot him what a conposure. | wonder what
| woul d have done but he took control of the
situation, the man eventually gave up, and he’s was
arrested and today our city is a safer city because
of the unselfish work of a great police officer
Henry Huot. And so I’mgoing to turn it over to a
great clerk, city clerk for the reading of the
procl amati on.

COW TTEE CLERK: Council of City of New
York Proclamation. Wereas the council of the Gty
of New York is proud to publicly honor NYPD officer
Henry Huot for making the key arrest follow ng the
nost shocking hate crines of the year; the nurder
of Mark Carson. And Wiereas Mark Carson was a 32
year old man beloved by his famly and many
friends. He had been open about his sexua
orientation froman early age and when he was stil
a student at Legacy Hi gh School in Harlem he
di scovered G eenwich Village. Sonetinmes he would go
to Christopher Street or the after school program
at the Harvey M|k Hi gh School on Astor Place, an

i ncl usive public school which welconmes LGBT
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CITY COUNCI L ON STATED MEETI NG 13
students. Later, he attended Borough of Manhattan
Community Col l ege, and earlier this year Mrk
Carson worked at a kiosk in Gand Central Term nal,
had saved enough noney to nove to Brooklyn, and
conti nued dreaming of a better life in the years
ahead. And whereas in the early norning hours of
May 18'™ 2013 Mark Carson and a friend were wal ki ng
in Geenwich village near Wst 8'" Street and 6'"
Avenue only a short distance fromthe Stonewal
Inn, the birthplace of the Contenporary Gay Ri ghts
Movenent when they were allegedly trailed and
taunted by a conplete stranger. They had done
nothing to provoke himand tried to ignore him but
the assail ant suddenly rel eased a barrage of anti -
gay slurs then shot and killed Mark Carson at point
brank, point blank range before fleeing the scene
on foot.

And whereas NYPD officer Henry Huot had
heard the suspect’s description on his police radio
and spotted himon the edge of the NYU canpus and
ordered himto stop. Fortunately the honophobic
gunman crouched down, threw his revolver to the
ground, and officer Huot arrested him The suspect

even | aughed and boasted about his actions but

thanks to officer Huot’s qui ck and courageous work
he was soon arrai gned on second degree nurder as a
hate crime, nenacing, and crim nal possession. And
whereas officer Huot has earned the gratitude of
all New Yorkers and he is truly one of New York
City's finest. Now therefore be it known that the
council of the Gty of New York gratefully honors
NYPD of fi cer Henry Huot for his outstandi ng work
followi ng the brutal nurder of Mark Carson.

2012 the New York State Attorney General found that
the EDC as a | ocal devel opnent corporation violated

the state’s special not for profit |law while trying
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to influence legislation by engaging in | obbying
activities. Specifically the Attorney General found
that EDC in connection with two other LDCs sought
to influence city council |egislation concerning
city devel opnent projects in Wllard s Point and
Coney |sland. These LDCs forces the appearance of
grassroots support fromcomunity nenbers, prepared
the testinony for comunity nenbers, supposedly in
support of the projects, organi zed transportation
to city council hearings, retained an outside
governnment relations firm were ghostwiting up
adds and were drafting letters to city counci
menbers. These activities violated the | aw because
as a local devel opnent conpany EDC was vi ol at ed
froml obbying. Wat is perhaps nost troubling is
the | obbying activities for these EDC projects were
conducted by and with third parties and were
desi gned to deceive both the council and the
public. Following the Attorney General’s
i nvestigation EDC restructured its cooperate status
and now al though still a not for profit corporation
Is no longer classified as a | ocal devel opnent
corporation. This neans EDC is now legally free to

| obby the New York City Council, the Gty Planning
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Conmi ssi on, and other public bodies regardi ng EDC
projects where city land and city tax benefits are
conveyed to private parties. Intro 1166 directly
addresses this circunstance by requiring that al
| obbyi ng and | obbying activities, expenditures and
expenses directed at the city council and ot her
public bodies be disclosed in quarterly reports to
the council as well as published on the city’'s
website. The | obbying activities of EDC activities
and enpl oyees need not be reported. |’ m al nost
done.

We need to do nore to stop young
peopl e snmoking. | know | thank Chair Arroyo for her
sponsorship of 1021 A Intro 250 A which was
sponsored by council nenber Gennaro is a historic
pi ece of |egislation. Wen we pass this | aw rai sing
the age to purchase cigarettes, tobacco products,
and e-cigarettes to 21 we will be the first major
city or state in the country to have done this. And
we know that doing this is going to have a
i nportant effect reducing young people from
starting to snoke and we know that when young
peopl e start snoking they are much nore likely to
becone addicted to nicotine and tobacco for the

rest of their lives. This is literally a piece of
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| egislation that will save lives. And | want to

But for young
peopl e who snoke we can clean the air all we want
it’s not going to nake a difference. They’' re going
to be polluting their lungs with tobacco and we
can’'t afford to | ose these precious lives. And
just, you know it’s kind of not a |lot of people in
the chanber so | nmay about just get a little down
hone or sonething. But you know for the |ast |
guess 11 years seeing it |ike a succession of
people in ny famly you know who |ike died slow
deat hs you know.

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ny father, ny father-in-law, sonmeone in ny famly
as everyone know has |ike the health chall enge of
her Iife and you know it kind of breaks you in a
way.

you know this kind of disease fromtaking people
away.

10 years but | feel good and we are doing a great
thing in voting for this bill.

They were asking us through
Twitter and email about information their building
shoul d have been providing them This bill is ainmed
at increasing the information tenants receive from
their building and al so how private buil ding
prepare in the future for these disasters. | would

So if your nom or your dad
goes to the Indian Reservation and buys two cartons
of cigarettes, they are now presunptively a deal er
for the penalties contained in this legislation. In
addition you can’t sell an individual cigar. So if
we’' re tal king about cutting down on snoking peopl e
can’t buy individual cigars.
