H's main purpose in noving to the United States was
to help his daughter with her education; he joined
the NYPD in 2006, Comm ssioner Ray Kelly, in
eulogizing himsaid that "H s peaceful tenperanent
hel ped himto succeed in a challenging job that can
be difficult and he had the stam na of traffic
enforcenent agents half his age.” He is survived by
his wi fe and their daughter.

We al so today of course are rising in a
nonent of silence and | wanna thank Council Menber
Jackson for bringing us the poster of Nel son Mandel a
today, but we stand as the world is still nourning as
we say goodbye to one of the world's greatest nen
greatest | eaders and a great chanpi on agai nst the
forces of oppression. |In a country ravaged by
racism poverty and inequality, Nelson Mandel a faced
seem ngly insurnmountabl e odds, yet he never relented
in his fight for his people. Throughout his 27 years
unjustly inprisoned he stayed commtted to his dream
of a denocratic and free society, fanously saying,

"I't's an ideal which | hope to live for and to
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achieve, but if need be, it's an ideal for which I am
prepared to die."” Wen he wal ked out of prison a
free man, his work and his revol ution continued and
he lived to see the end of apartheid and to | ead
South Africa as its first black president. He wll
forever be remenbered for all of that work, but wll
al so be renenbered not just as a | eader of the
antiapartheid struggle, but of a global chanpion on
issues fromH YV and AIDS to equality, to appropriate
rural devel opnment; to education for all. And I am
sure there are council menbers who would |ike to say
a fewwrds, so | will open up the floor before we
stand in nonments of silence. Council Menber Jackson.

COUNCI L MEMBER JACKSON:  Thank you
Speaker and clearly the world is nourning the death
of our world |eader and it's clear that our President
Bar ak Cbama, who spoke today on behal f of al
Anericans, joined by former Presidents Bush, Cinton
and Carter, to say that we appreciate everything that
he has done as the | eader of South Africa and the
words that we chose, and | say we; ny staff and |
di scussed it, and it speaks for itself...nove over
just alittle bit, brother...it says, "Education is

t he nost powerful weapon which you can use to change
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the world.” And knowi ng ny involvenent in education
and where |'ve conme fromand where | am now, those
words are very, very powerful. So with all due
respect, we honor and appreciate this world | eader
that | call the lion, and that lion is at world peace
today. Thank you Madane Speaker.

can hear himspeak. No words can really nention what
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he's nmeant to South Africa and nmeant to the world.
Couple things I want to nention is that we nake sure
we take away the | esson of forgiveness; | can't
i magi ne what woul d have happened to him personally
and what woul d' ve happened to that country had he not
had the god-filled power and ability to forgive when
anyone coul d not have asked for and shoul d' ve asked
for forgiveness; second, | wanna nmake sure we don't
forget that while there's many prai ses bei ng sung
now, until 2008 he was listed as a terrorist and |
wanna nention that and keep saying that, because a
ot of tinmes we don't forget that people don't want
you to descant, whether they classify it as peaceful
or classify it as non-peaceful, descant is the issue
and one of the things that |I've learned is that you
have to keep descanting and one of the things...one of
t he sayings that neant the nost to nme from hi m was,
getting people out of poverty is not an act of
charity, it is an act of justice, and | find it funny
that a | ot of the people who are praising him which
we shoul d, are sonme of the people that | hear not
taking that to heed and |I'm wondering how | ong before
we go back to business as usual and sone of us are,

but | hope that at least we'll do a little bit better
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to really eradicate this thing called poverty if
Mandel a i s sonebody that we really, really laud and
really want to take homage with. Thank you.

COUNCI L MEMBER BARRON:  Nel son Mandel a
indeed is an iconic figure, incredible humlity; |
know | woul d not have cone out of prison after 27
years with a smle on ny face, [background conments]
but he did; he had a smle that was so sparkling
bright it could light up the universe. But there are
people right in this country that hel ped hi m get
captured, sone of the very people that are praising
hi m now when he was a gorilla in gorilla warfare,
called himterrorist after he tried so nany peacef ul
ways to get liberation. So Nelson Mandela, we will
al ways renenber his spirit; | renenber the Free South
Africa novenent that took hold in this nation and one
of the first people to get arrested, and | organized
it here in New York, was Mayor David D nkins, Rev.
Her bert Daughtry, Judge WIIliam Booth and Harri et
M chel, right at the South African Consulate; this is
a time when Ronal d Reagan was calling for

constructive engagenent with the evil system of
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apartheid. So as we renenber his journey, and just
like Martin Luther King, who couldn't find a church
to speak in in New York Cty when he went against the
war; he had to go to a church outside of our
conmunity, is because after death people find
fondness, but when we're alive and fighting as
revolutionaries and fighting for the right causes,
we're vilified. So Nelson nmy brother, rest in peace
for a job well done.

To Madiba | wanna say to
you, thank you for the person that you were and the
manner in which you did it, because after 27 years in
prison you certainly have the right to feel |ike you
can win your struggle using violence and the fact
that you did it in a non-violent manner, you gave the
gift of life to so nany people who are still wal king

on this earth because you chose a path of peace and
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that is a very difficult sacrifice to nake in
politics, especially on the global scale. | know
many of us here who serve in the City Council feel
like we sacrifice a lot of our times and a | ot of
ourselves fromour famlies, Mdiba, you nade the
ultimate sacrifice fromthe famly perspective for
the advance of your people and I'd like to publicly
thank you for all the contributions you gave to this
entire world. Thank you.

COUNCI L MEMBER MEALY: | just wanna say,
we have |ost an icon and for soneone who'd been in
the jail cell where Nel son Mandel a stayed 27 years,
how small it was, to see all those nmen, two toilets
and two showers for about 250 nen, | don't know if
hal f of us could even go through that, and just to
know that to walk in the places where he thought that
was a garden...he probably thought it was Central
Park, that little piece of garden they had, 'cause he
was in solitary. Just going to South Africa and
seeing it and experiencing where all this has

happened, and |'ve got a little excerpt of his speech
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when he becane president. "W understand it stil
that there is no easy road to freedom W know it
wel | that none of us acting al one can achi eve
success. W nust therefore act together as a united
people, for national reconciliation, for the nation
building, for the birth of a newwrld. Let there be
justice for all. Let there be peace for all. Let
there be work, bread, water and salt for all. Let

each know that for each the body, the m nd and the

soul have been freed to fulfill thenselves. Never
never and never again shall it be that this beautiful
land wil|l again experience the oppression of one by

anot her and suffer the indignity of being the skunk
of the world. Let freedomreign. The sun shal
never set on so glorious a human achi evenent." And
that is what Nel son Mandel a was all about; inagine 27
years. And | concur with ny coll eague, |et one of us
go in jail for one year and conme out saying kumbaya.
So he has shown us what true love is all about, to be
a nation building. Thank you, Madame Speaker

COUNCI L MEMBER EUGENE: Thank you very

much, Majority Leader. | was not planning to speak,
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but | feel conpelled to do it, because as sonebody
who was born and raised in Haiti, and | believe that
the history of Haiti is simlar to the history of
South Africa in that Nel son Mandela rem nd ne of ny
ancestors [speaking foreign | anguage], who fought to
|iberate the slaves and to abolish slavery in Haiti
where the right and dignity of people were not
respected. Like Nelson Mandel a, Toussai nt
L' Quverture, the fighter of Haitian nation, was
arrested al so, but he died in France because he was
fighting for justice for human dignity. But Nel son
Mandel a didn't die, but he continued to fight after
26 years in jail, but he was fighting for human
dignity not only for South Africa, for human respect,
but he's an inspiration; he should be an inspiration
for all of us. | hope that when we will |eave this
place we will take the commtnent to continue to
fight for those who are underm ned, those who are not
respected and we will continue to think about Nel son
Mandel a and renmenber that all nmen are created equa
and are entitled to respect and dignity. My sou
rest in peace. Thank you

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for gasoline anynore if we find a way to, as a city,
anmend our buil ding codes and other codes to allow for
this new type of technology to expand itself in a
maj or and inpactful way. As it stands right now, the
capacity only allows for about an eight-hour
timefrane to allow for sonme of the electric vehicles
that are out on the market to charge and if you
i magi ne taking your car to the gas station and it
takes you eight hours to fill up your tank of gas so
that you could nove on, it's not exactly practical.
But the way these cars performon a per-nleage basis
is excellent and great and the inpact that it has on
our environnment is great. Were we fall being and
what's hurting, | believe the market for these
vehicles in a broad structure is the |ack of
refueling or recharging infrastructure, so I'mgl ad
that the City is taking this first step, but for the
menbers who are returning or if any of ny coll eagues
are joining governnent in any way, shape or fashion,
| think this is a worthwhile cause to focus your tine
and energy on, because the inpact that it will have
on our country and city and state will be profound,

So | think as Chair
Dilan indicated, the nmarket for electric vehicle
charging is now i Mmense and it goes nmuch further than
what we think of today; we can transition persona
vehi cl es, anbul ances, delivery trucks and nore of f of
fossil fuels if we can nmake a sincere effort to
i nprove electrical charging infrastructure in our
city. [It's not just an environnmental issue; it's
also a quality of life issue. W receive tons of
conpl aints every day from constituents who |ive or
work next to a food vendor or an anmbul ance that's
running the generator. So if we can plug vehicles

into the electrical grid, we will greatly reduce
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noi se and snell and carbon em ssions and this is good
for businesses, as they save noney on fuel, and there
are fewer conplaints.

So we've net with several conpanies who
have al ready devel oped the technol ogy to nove vendors
and now trucks and even cars through electricity.
However, the biggest stunbling block they face is the
| ack of a car permtting process fromthe Gty to
expand this technology. | understand that there are
potential issues involved with a | arge-scale
i mpl ement ati on of curbside vehicle charges and
recogni zing this, as the Speaker indicated, we have
suggested a task force today. Committee nenbers
woul d include the DOT comm ssi oner, Environnent al
Protecti on conmm ssi oner, Buil dings conm ssi oner,
Long- Term Pl anni ng, Electric Vehicle Industry rep,
speaker rep, Borough President rep and ot her
transportati on and environnmental advocates, so |
guess | thank Israel for giving us this idea.
