The bill would require the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC) to develop an information security and use of personal information policy for livery bases, black car bases, and luxury limousine bases. The policy would require such bases to take measures to protect information collected from passengers, only use passenger information for certain authorized purposes, and report on security breaches. Bases that fail to adhere to the information security and use of personal information policy would be subject to civil penalties of $200 to $1,000, to be determined by the TLC.
