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TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the New York city charter in relation to using a machine readable format for the department of citywide administrative services’ quarterly provisional employee report.
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends subdivision e of section 814 of the New York city charter.
INTRODUCTION

On February 27, 2015, the Committee on Civil Service and Labor, chaired by Council Member I. Daneek Miller, and the Committee on Government Operations, chaired by Council Member Ben Kallos, will hold a joint hearing on Int. No. 664, a local law in relation to using a machine readable format for the Department of Citywide Administrative Services’ (DCAS) quarterly provisional employee report. This will be the first hearing on this legislation. The committees expect to hear testimony from DCAS, labor union representatives, as well as additional interested parties.
BACKGROUND
Quarterly Reports from DCAS

Pursuant to the New York City Charter (the Charter) § 814(e), DCAS is required to submit quarterly reports regarding its plan to reduce provisional employees to the Mayor, the City Council, the Civil Service Commission and the Equal Employment Practices Commission.
 These reports specify, by agency and by title, including temporary titles:

1. The number of provisional employees at the end of the second month of the quarter;

2. The length of time such provisional employees have served in their positions; and

3. The actions taken by the City to reduce the number of such provisional employees and the length of their service in such positions. 
The proposed legislation would require DCAS to submit its quarterly report in a format that is electronically readable.
 The proposed requirement would make it easier to more effectively analyze the information presented by DCAS.

ANALYSIS

Section one of Int. No. 664 would amend subdivision e of section 814 of the Charter. The amended subdivision e would require DCAS to post the quarterly provisional employees report on its website, and would furthermore require that report be in a non-proprietary format that permits automated processing.
Section two of Int. No. 664 states that the local law would take effect immediately.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision e of section 814 of the New York city charter is amended to read as follows:

e. The commissioner shall submit a quarterly report to the mayor, the council, the civil service commission and the equal employment practices commission, and post such report on the city’s website. Such report shall be in a non-proprietary format that permits automated processing and specify, by agency and by title, including temporary titles:

(1) the number of provisional employees at the end of the second month of the quarter;

(2) the length of time such provisional employees have served in their  positions; and

(3)  the actions  taken  by  the  city  to  reduce the number of such provisional employees and the length of their service in such positions. Such reports shall be submitted by the last day of March, June, September, and December of each year.

§ 2. This local law shall take effect immediately.
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� These reports significantly predate the Long Beach decision, as this requirement was added to the Charter during the major charter revision approved by voters in 1989. � The Councils Finance Division suggests standard .CVS format would be suitable.
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
