This 

application is located in Manhattan Community Board 

2 in Council Member Chin’s district. Land Use 

numbers 180 to 183 in Melrose Commons North. 

Application submitted by HPD to facilitate 

developments of a six to 12 story mixed use 

building with approximately 203 units affordable 

housing, six units of supportive housing, and 8,903 

square feet of ground floor retail space. This 

required action includes zoning map changes… 

designation and its position in a city map change. 

The application is located in Bronx Community Board 

3 in Council Member Arroyo’s district. Land Use 

number 1844 to 185 Corona senior residents 

application submitted by the HPD for the UDAAP 

designation and disposition of city owned property 

and a rezoning to facilitate development of an 

eight story mixed use building with approximately 

67 units of affordable housing for senior citizens. 

The application’s located in Queens Community Board 

4 in Council Member Ferreras’ district.
