TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to a comprehensive cultural plan.
BILL SUMMARY:

Presently there is no comprehensive cultural plan in the City of New York. This bill would require the creation of a cultural plan for the City (the Plan).  The Commissioner of the Department of Cultural Affairs (DCLA) would be required to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council a comprehensive cultural plan on or before July 1, 2017. The bill would create a citizens’ advisory committee to advise DCLA with respect to the development and implementation of the Plan, as well as gathering community input for the Plan. 

The bill would require reports detailing the progress of all recommendations, initiatives and priorities coming out of the Plan, to be submitted two years after the Plan’s release and biannually thereafter. The Plan would be revised as appropriate every ten years.
